Another attempt is on to stab the ini-
tiative and referendum. It will ap-
pear on the November ballot, and is
what is known as the majority amend-
ment, [Its requirement is that no ini-
tiative measure can pass unless sup-
ported by a majority of all who vote
at an election,

Its effect is to record as voting
against the measure, every person who
votes no as well as every
does not vote at all. It registers as
voting against the measure, whether
bill or constitutional amendment, every
voter who does not care enough about
the bill to express his choice. It ar-
rays against the proposition all the
forces of unconcern, apathy, non-pa-
triotism and discontent. [t would set
up a process that would make it ex-
tremely difficult to pass an initiative
measute at all.

The proposal should be beaten. Its
passage would be a knife plunge into
the vitals of direct legislation. It is
the most serious attack yet made on
the system.—Oregon Journal.

The Journal is one of the strong
est friends of the Oregon system,
and vet in the above statement 1t ac-
knowledges what The Sentinel has
contended—that the initiative and
referendum does not give popular
government, that we never will have
genuine popular goverment—that
the few do the businessof the country
and run the politics of the country
because the many sit back and let
them do it.
