WAR P R EP A R A T IO N S  RU SH ED

Sp a rk  O n ly  Needed to Set A ll of 
Sou theaste rn  Eu rope  Aflame.

London.—The Hulkun difficulties 
have developed with alarming rapidity 
to a point where only a »park Is need 
ed to set the whole of southeastern 
Europe aflame. Three of the Balkan 
states by common consent huve order­
ed the slniultant^ous mobilization of 
their armies and are making every 
preparation for immediate hostilities.

Two poHHlble explanations are of­
fered, the tir»t that a coalition of the 
Balkan state» exist» for the purpose 
of demanding from Turkey before she 
has time to conclude peuee with Italy, 
the grant of complete autonomy to the 
Macedonia province»; the »econd that, 
fearing Turkey will seek an Issue 
from her difficulties at boiue and 
abroad.

Everything seems to depend on 
whether the great powers will be able 
to bring sufficient pressure to bear 
to prevent the outbreak of hostilities 
and preserve the stutus quo In the 
Balkans.
