Down at ( ’reswell, Edward Zlnikrr 
has just secured a yield of III tons of 
onions from less than three acres of 
land. The crop is sll harvested and 
is safe from the weather in fact It 
hus never l»een in danger, as nothing 
short of a tremendous hailstorm is 
likely to injure unions.

Mr. Ziniker has been raising onions 
for some time. In the past he has 
never sold hia crop for less than $35 
per ton. At this jirice, he will receive 
a gross income o f I U isi from hia three 
acres of land, or an annual gross re 
turn of over $45« per acre.

But in the punt he has always sold 
his crop early and has failed to get 
the highest price that has been offered. 
This year be has learned the market 
conditions better and believes that he 
will be able to dispose o f his crop for 
not less than $65 per ton. This will 
bring him an unnual gross return of 
$2600. or $*< 16 per acre.

Thus from three acres of Oregon 
soil and Oregon climate, plus hi* own 
intelligent effort, he will secure an in­
come that is much to be envied by ul 
most two thirds of the people o f the 
United States. While he ha* been 
earning this income he has been wholly 
independent. He has been w irking for 
himself.

Yet there are people who say that the 
! jirice of Willamette valley lard is so 
high that farming it is not profitable!
