Argument In Support of Proposed
Constitutional Amendment Cre­

ating the Office of Lieuten­
ant-Governor.

To the Voter» of Oregon :
Section H of Article V of the Stale 

Constitution veata in the Secretary of 
State the duties of the Governorship 
in the event of the death, removal, reH 
ignation nr inability In act on the part 
of ttie Governor. Thin proposed 
amendment create« the office of Lieu­
tenant-Governor, defines the power» 
»nd duties nf that official and provides 
for an orderly and business-like succes­
sion to tfie Governorship in the event 
of the death, removal, resignation, 
etc., of the Chief Executive.

We believe that the proposed amend­
ment should he adopted for the follow­
ing reasons :

1. It will prevent ttie Secretary of 
State from holding two olfices at the 
same time and having two votes out of 
three on the State band Hoard and 
other important boards and commia- 
sioiiH, us he does now. The present 
arrangement is unwholesome, almost 
unprecedented and not in keeping with 
the principles of good government.

No public olficial, hovcvcr trust­
worthy, should exercise the power and 
authority of two im|mrt»nt offices.

2. It will relieve the Secretary of 
State from doing double duty in the 
event of his succession to the Gov­
ernorship. Ki'her position carries with 
it duties and responsibilities sufficient 
to fully occupy the time of a most 
capable man, and it is not in the in­
terests o f good government and sound 
business policy to continue the present 
arrangement and undertake to require 
a man to do work which it is impossible 
for him to perform.

3. It will not permit one man to 
hold two important offices and draw 
two large salaries Ht the same time 
when, hy the very nature of things, he 
cannot dn the work and therefore is not 
entitled to the two salaries.

4. It will provide for the carrying 
on of the work of the Governor’s office, 
in the event of the death, resignation, 
etc., of the Governor, without demor­
alising the work in the olfice of the 
Secretary o f State.

5. It will provide for a logical and 
orderly succession to the Governorship, 
such as practically all other states in 
the union now enjoy.

The succession will be as follows:
1st. Governor.
2nd. Lieutenant-Governor.
3rd. President pro tern of the Senate 

(which office will tie created hy law).
4th. Speaker of the House.
The proposed amendment in no way 

interferes with the recall provision of 
the Constitution. I f a Governor is re­
called from office, hia successor will be 
chosen by tho people, and the Lieuten­
ant-Governor will continue to he 
Lieutenant-Governor.

6. It will eliminate the biennial 
struggle for the presidency of the 
State Senate and will put an end to the 
political trades, secret deals and com­
binations that have frequently been 
witnessed in this connection, for the 
sovereign people will tdect their I.icuten 
unt-Governor, who will act as the pre­
siding officer of the Senate. It haa 
been stated hy opponents of the pro­
mised amendment that the people of 
other states have sometimea elected | 
inferior men to the office o f Lieutenant- , 
Governor, and therefore, it ia argued, 
the people are incapable of electing a 
good man for the office in Oregon. We 
are confident that the people of this 
state are just as competent to choose 
a Lieutenant-Governor as they are to

University Classes in Journalism 

Find They Have Much to Learn 
From Editors.

“ What lathe feature of the story?”
That is the question the students in 

the new department nf journalism have 
devoted the first ft:w weeks of the term 
to learning to answer. They have dis­
covered Ihut the gnisi news story, 
which read» ho  »moothiy anti looks so 
»irnple i» not easy to write, nor i» it 
easy to learn the new»|iaper(nan's triek 
of picking the interesting feature out 
of Die niHHH of formless material which 
i» all he ha» to start with.

Mi. Allen, the instructor, has entered 
hi» pupils in fa »l company from the be­
ginning, letting them work in com­
petition with the »tar reporter» on the 
New York newMpapers. He clips from 
the Time», I b raid. World, Tribune. 
Sun, i'ost anti Journal some story all 
have covered. Then he tells Die class 
u long, rambling tale including all the 
facts, hut beginning at the wrong end, 
ami clipping in the important details 
without emphasis, just as they usually 
come to the reporter actually covering 
a story.

For the next day the students write 
this material into a news story, trying 
to get the news into Die lead, and to 
play up their best feature. Few suc­
ceeded in picking the feature at first, 
but they are now h-ginning to get the 
idea. One of the first stories used this 
way was the suicide of Policeman An­
thony Deb», after he had wounded his 
wife anti two little girs. Debs was the 
officer who had arrested Harry Thaw 
and had been very conspicuous in that 
long and notorious trial. Few students 
thought this connection with the Thaw 
case was worth mentioning until they 
saw that virtually all the newspapers 
in the United States h-d put this fea­
ture even into the headlines, and that 
it was one of the thing» thai made this 
particular »tory worth playing up.

The students read their productions 
to the class and after discussion the 
instructors reads to them the same 
story as handled hy the various New 
York reporters and passed hy the 
various editors. The pupils feel that 
they have discovered a real principle in 
the handling of news when they com­
pare their efforts with a u anitnous 
verdict from the sensational World, the 
conservative Times, the concise Sun 
and all the others.

In the advanced classes questions of 
newspnper management and policy 
are taken up, hut in all much emphasis 
is laid on news writing and the prepa­
ration of good clean copy in the 
style editors and printers like to handle.

That’s Why They Have Spinal Cur­
vature More Than Men.

That girls wear foolish clothes, and 
for Dial reason more frequently have 
spinal curvature than men, was the 
assertion of Prof. Miriam Thayer, 
director of physical training for women 
at the Oregon Agricutural College, in 
the first of a series o f health talks be­
fore the young women of the institu­
tion last week

Miss Thayer explained to the girls 
the sort of shoes they should buy 6>r 
winter wear and why some styles 
cause flat foot, of which she has found 
many cases in her examinations of the 
physical condition of the students under 
her care.

Tight belts and tight clothing of all 
sorts, especially corsets, were con­
demned as the great cause of much of 
the spinal curvature which occurs far 
more frequently among women than 
among men. In the last few days a 
number of more or less serious cases 
of such spinal trouble have been dis­
covered among the girl students, and 
special treatments are being prescribed 
in the gymnasium to correct the diffi­
culty.

in order to give the direcot more 
complete informa tion on which to base 
her prescription o f exercises for the 
individual girls, each one was given 
two cards to he filled out, one to con­
tain tiie personal and family history, 
the other a schedule of exercises to be 
taken regularly.

The history card contains on one side 
a record of the illness and ailments to 
which the girl or her family have been 
subject, HI effects following, strains, 
injuries or operations undergone, pre­
vious physical education and two 
special questions : Are you interested 
in having an erect carriage and perfect 
physique? and enough 60 to work hard 
for better physical development?

On the reverse of the card are the 
name and address, date and place of 
birth, birthplace of father and mother 
an I their nationality, the father's oc­
cupation, when the child was born, 
resemblance physically to father or 
mother, if either parent is dead, a 
statement of the cause of death, the 
health of parent before the birth of 
• he child and at present, the number 
of broltiers and sisters and, if any are 
dead, the cause, the number of years 
lived in the city, suburbs or country, 
the appetite, digestion, susceptibility 
to colds, anti whether subject to head­
aches or backaches.

I f there is any trouble as to breath­
ing equally well through both nostrils, 
trouble with the eyes or ears, fainting 
or shortness of breath, it is recorded. 
Do yo i sleep well, and how many hours? 
How many hours of the day are spent 
in the open air? Do you use stimu 
lants in any form? These are some of 
the questions asked. The girls muit 
also state whether they habitually use 
medicines, drugs or headache powders, 
the kind of work they are most often 
engaged in, what exercises they are 
now taking, and the number o f hours 
each week they devote to recitation, 
to laboratory work, and to home study.

A list of sfiorts is included, and all 
which the student has practised are to 
be underlined, and the favorites 
crossed out. Tennis, skating, moun­
tain-climbing, hunting, f e n c i n g ,  
hockey, golf, running aud jumping, 
dancing, horseback riding, base hail, 
basket ball, and even soccer and wrest­
ling Hre included in these sports. A 
knowledge of the experience and pref­
erence of the girls in these sports will 
give Miss Thayer a much more 
thorough understanding of any physical 
irregularities which she may find in her 
examinations.

Miss Thayer is auxious 
to increase the strength, health and 
poise of the girls in her care, and give 
them a physical equipment which shall 
be fully equal to the constant strain or 
close application to their studies. I f  
this is done there will be no more girls 
dropping out of college before the end 
of the year because of overwork.
