CAPTURE NACO

Naco, Ariz Pedro Ojeda,
commanding the rempants of his fed-
ernl garrison of 300 troopers at Naco,
Sonora, surrendered to the United
Stutes troops on border patrol here,
after having withstood a slege of state
troops which lasted for five days, and
in which more than half hls troopers
woere killed

The surrender was hastened by the
attack on the federal garrison by the
band of Yagul Indlans under General
Obregon, commanding state
troops. The dead on both sides has
been estimated at 200, and the fortifi-
catlons at Naco, Sonora, are veritable
slaughter pens, About the buildings
strewn more than 100 bodies, shot,
out and horribly mutilated.

Ojeda, true to his promise,
refused to surrender. While the fight-

wus at Its height he attempted to
roh acroes the border with his small
band. The fire from the enemy Was
temoralizing, and Ojeda and his men
ran and became scattered.

AND MILLIPEDS

"They feed on a variety of garden
|erops and, apparently, their depreda-

| Neither of these pests is an insect in
Lhe wstrictest sense of the word, but
the serious nature of their attack war-
rants us in giving attention to them.

""The millipeds are elongated, worm-
like creatures closely allied to the een-
Illp(rr!rﬁ The segments are well
marked, the integument fairly hard.
They may be distingulshed from the
closely allied forms in that they have
two pairs of legs to each segment.
| “The slugs are slimy, repulsive,
|#nail-like creatures, mottled gray in
color, and about two inches in length
when mature. A mucus eglime is
exuded from numerous glands on the
body. This forms a slimy trail on
whatever object the slug crawls over.

“The millipeds feed on sprouting
geeds and later burrow into the roots
or up inte the fruit where it is in con-
tact with the soil,

““The slugs feed at night usually and
do most of their injury at the surface
of the ground, They feed, however, to
a depth of three inches or more in the
80il, and elimb up to feed on the leaves,
even altacking the foliage of th: bush
fruits.

“‘Birds feed on the slugs, also moles,
shrews, certain of the carabad beetles
and centipedes aid in holding these
pests in check.

““Traps consisting of pieces of boards,
sacking and similar materials placed
about the field prove inviting. The
pests collect bere, and by going over
the field in the early morning they may
be colleetgd in a salt water solution or
otherwise destroyed.

“*Arsenical sprays applied with an
underspray nozzle to the lower surface
of the Jeaves will help econtrol the
slugs. Poison bran mash, consisting
of 16 Ibs. coarse bran, 2 gts. cheap
syrup and enough warm water to make
a coarse mash is very good for cut-
worms, and should be equally effective
for slugs. It should be placed in small
heaps about the plants to be protected.

“*Air slaked lime, 10 parts, with )
part white hellebore power, scattered
over the svil proves a protection
against the slugs, hut the application
must be repeated after a rain. A

will kill them, but it must be used
with care as the salt will injure some
plants, Cabbage Ileaves dipped in
grease drippings and placed about the
fields prove attractive bait for the
slugs, which may then be collected
there.

““For the millipeds bits of potato
placed about in the surface soil will
prove an attractive food, and in this
way the sprouting seed may be pro-
tected. It would seem that this ma-
terial might ke poisoned and serve a
double purpose.’’

Weather Bureau Will Issue
Warnines.

During the months of April and May
when frost may be expected in the
Portland forecast district the weather
bureau has arranged to have in seven
localities trained men on the ground
prepared to amplify the district warn-
ings by notifying fruit raisers just
what minimum temperatures may be
expected on frosty mornings. This it
is believed can be done within a degree
or two if verified by the temperatures
obtained at ‘‘key'’ stations liberally
distributed in these sections. The fruit
raiser should know how the tempera-
ture in his orchard varies frum the
temperature at the nearest ‘‘key’
station, and thus be able to determine
very closely just what to expect in the
way of frost at his place when warn-
ings of frost are issued. The station
nearest to Cottage Grove is located at
Medford.

Because it is found that false im-
pressions have been created in regard
to the manner in which the Oregon
Agricultural College poultry depart-
ment furnishes eggs from tested lay
ing stock, Prof. James Dryden has
made the following statement :

‘“The experiment station poultry de-
partment does not charge $1 for each
egg, nor does it give eggs away for
hatching purposes. Eggs are sold in
limited numbers for hatehing, not more
than two settings going to any one
person, at 81.50 a setting.

‘‘Requests come from all counties in
the state, and from various other
states a8 far off as Florida and Canada.
High prices are often offered for the
eggs, but until we can furnish the eggs
to supply the demand in Oregon we do
not care to send eggs or stock to other

states.

““The eggs are from stock that has
been bred most of it for three genera-
tions from hens that have laid over
200 eggs a year. We do not sell Jday
old chicks. That would interfere with
our breeding and other work."’

the pruning of currants and gooseber-
ries, the division of horticulture of the
Oregon Agricultural College replied
recently:

“‘Both currants and gooseberries pro-
duce their fruit on wood two, three,
four or five years old. The new one
year old wood seldom bears much fruit.
Wood more than four years old usually
grows rather weak and bears only a
small amount of rather inferior fruit.

“‘It is generally considered advisable
to remove all wood from botk currant
and gooseberry bushes that is more
than four years old. Then thin out the
new canes that came up from the
ground or near the ground last season
to three or four of the strongest ones,
and head these back to about two feet
in length. *

“‘If thia plan is followed season after
season, your gooseberry and currant
bushes will consist each year of three
or four two years old, the same num-
ber of three year old, and also of four
year old branches. "’
