I IumImimI Was Helpless.
Through the crack o f the door Fisher 

saw Allen holding hia w ife down on 
a couch with one hand, in a corner of 
the room, a revolver in the other, while 
he gazed coolly out with a mad look in 
his eye at the door.

The husband could not stand it, and 
regardless o f himself crashed against 
the door to rush in. Beside him was 
Earl Tracy, landlord o f the place, pre­
pared to abjist him.

Three times Allen fired. One bullet 
■truck a door facing, glanced, just 
missed Tracy, and was buried in the 
wall plaster. Another shot burned 
Fishcr’a face black from its powder. 
A third was wild. .Fisher was pulled 
back by others. His w ife screamed 
not to enter or she would have no 
chance for her life. Allen shouted that 
he would shoot them both and kill any 
one who tried to enter.

In the meantime Tracy had tele­
phoned to the police station. looking 
through a window Allen saw the patrol 
dash up to the house.

Both Found Dead.
Those outside heard two more shots 

in quick succession. Fisher and Tracy 
went to the back window to force their 
way into the room. They saw the two 
lying on the couch, A llen ’a body over 
that of the woman. •

Patrolmen Hinao, Courtney and 
Sherri I found the man dead, the wo­
man «till breathing. Her brow and 
hair were streaked with blood. She 
died as City Physician Ziegler arrived.

In A llen ’s pockets were two notes. 
One, written ss he sat in the room 
holding off would-be rescuers o f the 
woman, showed the desperate and 
frantic condition o f his infatuation. 
It read:

"T o  Whom It  May Concern: I am 
in this room with Mrs. Neo Fisher and 
i f  anyone tries to enter. I will kill her 
and myself. And also anyone who tries 
to come In. Now I have a perfect right 
to do this, and the public would say I 
was right i f  they knew the circum­
stances. Now we are going to stay in 
here until we are both dead or left 
alone to do as we please. Now I am a 
deaperate man and I w ill do all I say I

Police Interrupt Hint.

There it ended, interrupted, appar­
ently, by the arrival o f police.

The man became infatuated with her, 
ami for weeks had been hanging around 
the huuac at 30M Mill Street, ringing 
Mra. Fisher up at all houra o f the 
night and imploring her to make a 
‘ ’date’ ’ with him.

That end of it came to the attenlien 
of the police late Friday night thiough 
a verbal report made by Patrolman 
r.augheson.

Saul She Was Kidnaped. *

To Laugheson, called by Fisher him­
self, who had first talked to Patrolman 
Huston, then off duty in plain cloth*.*, 
ahe told a weird alory about having 
been kidnaped by twamcn in an auto­
mobile at Fifth and Columbia streets 
at 2 :30 o’clock Friday afternoon and 
taken to a house on the l.innton road, 
where ahe said they detained her until | 
after 9 o’clock that night.

One of theae men, ahe told the offi­
cer, wore a brown auit, the other a 
pepper suit Allen, lying dead on the 
floor today, wore a brown auit o f the 
kind dtacribed by Mra. Fisher.

"Bu t i did not believe her atory," 
said Laugheson today.

" In  the first place, to aay nothing o f 
the general improbability of her atory. 
all her description was vague except 
her idea of the man in the brown suit, 
which was like that of Allen. She told 
a queer story about being kept in a 
house by two men, who did not offer 
to harm her, ahe said.

Tries To Meet Woman.

Deputy Coroner J. J. Dunning re­
moved the bodies to the morgue.

In Allen's pocket a secoml letter, 
apparently written to Mra. Fiaher ami 
taken from her by him today, waa 
found. It read:

"Neo, for God’s sake see me thia 
afternoon. I f  you know what this 
means to both you and 1 you won’ t re­
fuse. Come out about 2 o ’clock and 
walk up towards the park from Mill 
street. And I will meet you. Darling, 
don t believe anything Jess told you, 
for I told him a lot o f Bluff, hoping he 
would get mad and leave you. Now 1 
will explain all when 1 see you. You 
can’ t refuse. A t 2 p. m. sure.”

It was unsigned. But to keep thia 
"d a te ."  the police believes, is what 
took Mra. Fisher from home yesterday,
■nd explains the "kidnaping.”

Allen had in his pockets more than 
a dozen .SH calibre bullets, and 'had 
evidently planned to make a deaperate 
resistance. *

" I  wanted Allen to empty Ms revol­
ver through that door,’ ’ half sobbed 
the bereaved husband at the morgue an 
hour after the tragedy. " I  know that 

could have aaved my w ife ’s life if 
they had let me alone."

According to Fiaher, no trouble has 
ever marred the marital relations of 
himself and the dead woman. Allen, 

said, he knew only slightly, and 
what he did know was through the 
complaint o f Mrs. Fisher to him. Mra.
Fiaher told her husband on several
