methods of agriculture hereabouts’

I We will all have to concede that what 
the land produces le ahead of all else 

[ and it seems to me to Ik* of prune irn 
' portanoe that we do something to help 
j the land.

I have a plan that I believe could hr 
worked out to the great advantage of 
all this country. Both farmers and 
business men are interested in this 

| plan which 1 have in mind. The plan 
‘ may be summed up In four words a 
j  home agricultural station. We havr 
, with us two organisations that should 
be willing to work at it for the In­
terests of all. They are the grange 
aid the commercial club. My plan is 
to let them take this work up jointly 
by each appointing a committee to he 
in charge. I,et this committee secure 
a tract of land, buying or leasing II 
for a term of years. Then they should 
hire a competent man to plant and 
raise all aorta of grasses, grains, vrge- 
tables and berriea that can be grown 
in thia climate.

This should be not ao much an ex-1 
periment station as a demonstration 
station. What the newcomer wanta to 
see ia what we ran raise here; what 
the farmer looking for a I -ration wants 
to know ia what ran be done here ami 
how it should be done. My idea is to 
get a man who is up to dale, who ran 
show our people how things should he 
planted, cultivated and marketed. I et 
everything be grown up to dale in all 
particulars.

I have had acme farmers tell me 
lliat they don't know how to raise this 
or that. 1 myself have been a farmer 
niost of my life ami 1 will confess I 
don’ t know how Hansen raises such 1 
fine unions. So it is all down the line. ! 
People want to know how to grow stuff
