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Production Four Times That of Last |
Year.—Quality of New Wheat
and Oats Excellent.

Lene county is harvesting almost a
record breaking crop of cats. Charles
S. Williams of the Eugene Mill and
Elevator company, who has just com-
pleted & preliminary survey of the
grain situation in the county, Is opti-
mistic in his report of the oat and
wheat crops. Lane county, he de-
clares, will harvest four times as many
oats as last year. In addition, more
wheat will be threshed than was
threshed last year., However, the
wheat acreage is smaller, in proportion
to the oats, than usual, This is due to
the fact that late rains last fall de-
terred farmers from setting out full
wheat, and they planted oats instead,
The crop of spring wheat, though, Is a
bumper one.

Both oats and wheat are of an excel-
lent quality—better in fact than usual,
The late rains this spring turned the
crop from an ordinary one to one of
unusually high grade. The wheat is
exceptionally elean,

Threshing now in full blast, will
finish in three or four weeks, Wheat
will begin coming to the mill in 10
days, -Register,

Oats 164 Bushels to the Acre.

Growing 246 bushels of oats off 1)
acres of land, J. E. Stout, not only be-
lieves that he has established a record,
but he believes that he has proved the
necessity for fertilization, The acre
and a half of which this big yield was
threshed had been fertilized with ma-
nure last spring. The balance of the
tracts sowed to the same oats at the
same time, comprising 33 acres pro-
duced 35 bushels w the ncre. The
place is known ns the J. W. Corum
place, on rural route number two. The
oats are known as side pats and were
planted this spring. The June rains
were largely responsible for the héavy |
yield, but Mr. Stout declares that the
spreading of the manure on the land
was responsible for the unusually heavy
yield over the small tract. He says
he will fertilize his entire farm,

Besides oats he has also produced this
year 174 sacks of wheat off 17} neres
of land. This amounts to 22 bushels
to the acre. On eight ncres he grew
156 tons of cheat hay. — Register.
