HAS RIGHT TO VOTE 

ON LIQUOR
DECISION OF JUDOE HARRIS IN 

SPRINOriELD WET CONTEST 
IS 8WEEPINO.

In the derision rendered Saturday by 
Judge L. T. Harris in the circuit court 
derluring the “ dry»“  victors in the re 
cent local option election in Springfield, 
the court declared the right of any citi­
zen of Oregon to vote at any local op­
tion election in the town in which he 
is resident, no matter how long he may 
have been a resident, or what the 
town's charter limitations of residence 
of voters may be.

Judge Harris held that in the Sprin 
field case, it had not been shown that 
n sufficient number of persons had been 
prevented from voting November 4 to 
have changed the result. Although 54 
persons were debarred by the election 
boards, which the court granted had 
acted in good faith, this number could 
not huve overcome the 58 majority for 
prohibition.

The plaintiff's attorney said the case 
would be appealed to the supreme court.
