BEWARE OF A FRENZY.

There seems no longer to be a difference of opinion concerning
the necessity of reforming the initiative and referendum. Indeed
the demand seems to be nearly as great as was the original demand
for these advanced methods of enacting or defeating legislation. In
the short time they have been in operation their glaring defeets have
been foreced upon the voter.

The danger now is that in a frenzy to reform the initiative and
referendum they will be put into worse form than at present.

Our own dear Jonathan Bourne, who is still not adverse to get-
ting a little advance advertising for his senatorial candidacy, pro-
poses that paid petition hawking be prohibited, meeting objections
to his scheme by the argument that if the theory is right it will event-
ually work out right. Why, Jonathan, the theory of our present
initiative and referendum is all right. The only trouble is that it
doesn’t work. By his own argument Jonathan should leave it alone,
and like little Bo Peep’s sheep, it would eome home all right in due
lime. .

But Brother J. B.’s scheme wouldn’t work. With paid haw-
kers prohibited those with a large number of employes could lend
them for the good of the cause. Who would have such employes to
be so lent?

That is only one method that might be used in eircumventing
Jonathan's theory.

The Lane County Pomona Grange also has in mind a measure
similar in some respects to the Bourne bill with the added feature of
compelling that petitions be signed in fifty per cent or more of the
counties of the state. But even if that would help eradicate the evil
of petition hawking it does not go far enough, and besides with sev-
eral measures on the ballot having the same end in view there is going
to be endless confusion and unsatisfactory results. The good in each
measure cannot be picked out and only one dealing with the same
point may become a law.

Careful study is necessary in order that a satisfactory result be
obtained, and The Sentinel believes that econsideration before a body
of men who can sort the good from the bad and the bad from the
good, is the only method that will secure a result in any way satis-
factory. Such being the case the proper method is to either empower
or instruet the legislature to act or to arrange for the appointment
of a commission to propose a measure embodying the necessary
changes. This might be done by an amendment to the initiative and

referendum having in mind the correction of other defeets as
they appeared.

Satisfactory results ean not be secured by hurried, superficial
and frenzied action upon two or more measures of a similar character,
ltllem one of them prepared apparently for advertising purposes
only.
