
REBELS SAY BRITON HATS FOR SPRING. FASHION HINT
HAD FULL HEARING

Declare Benton Was Executed 
for Armed Violence Against 

General Villa.

El Faso, Tex.—The record of the al­
leged court-martial of William 8. Ban- 
ton. made public at Juares late, as­
serts that the Scotchman was present, 
that he was represented by a rebel of­
ficer as attorney, and was permitted 
to testify, and that the session was 
public.

He was executed for attempted 
armed violence against General Villa, 
declares the record, and was found 
guilty of giving aid and comfort to the 
enemy by giving them cattle and for­
age and by giving them Information.

Benton's friends on this side of the 
Rio Grande received the report with 
sneers They pointed to their knowl­
edge of many years that he guarded 
against possible serious results of his 
high spirit and temper by never car­
rying a pistol. The statements that 
Benton was allowed to testify and that 
the proceedings were public carried 
no conviction to the men who assert 
that their friend was deliberately mur­
dered.

"The accused," says the report, “was 
arraigned and having been advised to 
name someone to defend him. Captain 
Mariano Tames was designated for 
this purpose and was warned to de­
fend Benton loyally.”

Washington.— It Is understood a 
complete report on the execution at 
Juarex of William S. Benton, the Brit­
ish subject. Is awaited before the view 
of this government toward the Inci­
dent is made known.

On the truth or falsity of Villa's 
statement that Benton tried to kill 
him will depend the view which the 
British and United States govern­
ments will take.

GAUFORNIA STORM 
WORSTjN HISTORY

Los Angeles.— With a loss of prob­
ably more than $4,500,000 and a total 
of seven human lives since Wednes- 
day. Southern California Is recovering 
from the effects of the worst storm in 
its history.

Swept by wind and rain for three 
days, most of the territory between 
the Tehachapi mountains and the 
Mexican line was flooded.

More than 100 homes were destroy­
ed in Los Angeles alone by the tor­
rents that rushed through the Los An­
geles river and the Arroyo-Seco.

According to an estimate made by 
A. C. Hansven, assistant city engineer, 
Los Angeles was damaged to the ex­
tent of at least $1,600,000. One hun­
dred and fifty thousand dollars repre­
sented the damage to city streets 
alone. The remainder represented 
losses sustained by railroads and by 
citizens who lost their homes, which 
were swept away by the floods, with 
all their household effects.

TO INVESTIGATE COVE, ORE.
Governor’s Fair Aide to Investigate Sa­

loon In Another East Oregon Town
Salem, Or.— Miss Fern Hobbs, Gov­

ernor West's private secretary, who 
virtually declared martial law In Cop­
perfield and told the saloon owners 
they would have to give up their bars 
or resign city offices, is on another 
mission of like character. The Qov 
ernor's aide slipped out of the capital 
city Sunday night en route to Cove to 
Investigate charges of illegal conduct 
of a saloon there.

The governor says Cove was voted 
"dry” at the election last November, 
but that the county court declined to 
declare the result of the election, ami 
the one saloon of the place is running 
full blast.

Another Eastern Blizzard.
Chicago.—Heavy snow again fell 

over Michigan, Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, 
Wisconsin, Minnesota, Iowa and the 
Dakotas. In Missouri, portions of 
Kansas and Oklahoma the storm was 
marked by sleet that crippled trans­
portation and wire servloe.

Three Masked Men Take $350 on Se- 

attle-Tacoma Train.
Seattle. — Overawed by the revol­

vers carried by the bandits, SO passen­
gers and the train crew on the south­
bound Beattle-Tacoma tnterurbau lo 
cal train, leaving Seattle at 9:05 am. 
due In Tacoma at 10:45, were held up 
and robbed of an aggregate of $400 by 
three highwaymen Saturday night at 
South Side station. 20 mlnutea out 
from Seattle.

The bandits forced Norris King, 
boy of Kent, to carry a bat through 
the smoker, obtaining $200 from the 
male occupants. One of tbe bandits 
bandied tbe rear car, getting $100 
from the men and women passengers. 
The remainder of the $400 was ob­
tained from the trainmen.

Ostrich feathers hare come back into 
favor. For some time the Parisian 
milliners opjxieed this revival. They 
are. one and all. devoted to ospreys 
and ulgrets. but tbe movement In favor 
of humanity to birds, wbic-b was start­
ed by a group o f American women, has 
influenced the whole of Eurojie.

Almost all the aigrets or ospreys 
now used on hats and toques are arti­
ficial and are composed of very fine, 
specially prepared horse hair. Such 
mounts as these appear on many of 
tbe new models, but English and 
American women are showing a 
marked preference for long and grace 
ful ostrich feathers. When tbe spring 
season really opens we shall find pic­
ture hats trimmed with sweeping 
feathers once more the height of the 
fashion.

The majority of new models are 
carried out In straw, satins and 
moires, while bottle green, black and 
tete de negro are among the favorite 
shades utilized.

One o f these has a brim of very One 
Jet and an upstanding frill of black 
tulle, which Is very high at the hack. 
There is a Jet ornament on either side 
that not only la decorative in appear­
ance. but keeps the hat securely fast­
ened to the head.

New hats are all small and close 
flttlng. One made of brown faille silk 
has little bunches of paradise mounted 
on the brim. Another Is made of 
Hack plcot straw, with a huge fan ol 
cross osprey standing round the front 
which, fastened with a Jet butterfly 
shaped ornament 1» very effective. 
There are a number o f colon-d straws 
trimmed with moire and tong, sharp 
quills—quite a new feature.

Tbe hats with trim outlines aDd 
close flttlng frame« are convenient 
shapes for tbe early days o f spring 
when treacherous breezes work havoc 
with the bat of ample proportions. 
The fetching ribbon clasped with a 
bracelet of tiny rosebuds Is a feature of 
tbe helmet shaped lint Illustrated here. 
Moire, too. la much used In millinery. 
The close flttlng hat with the sail 
shaped bow which Is also pictured Is 
carried out In gray straw. The crown 
and sail shaped bow are o f gray moire 
The pompon of deep pine green bar 
monlzes delicately wltn tbe g n f  of th< 
alik.

Gardening Contests for Or«gon Boys 
and Oirla.

Project Circular No. 1, for the use of 
Oregon boys and girls in the school gur 
den contents, has been issued liy the ex 
tension division of tbe Arirultural Cm 
lege. It gives the young gardeners run 
rise directions-for constructing hotbeds 
und cold frames, and for planting, ml 
tivnting und transplanting the vege 
tables designed for enrly production.

“ Home late mnturing plants, such as 
the tomato, can be grbwn only by firs* 
planting them in hotbeds and la-cr into 
the field,’ ’ says tbe author of the rircti 
lar, Professor A. G. Bouquet, “  Again 
from two to six weeks are gained by us 
ing the hot beds for such plants as cab 
huge and cauliflower. It is more catis 
factory to grow them in hot beds than 
to buy the young plants, sine« hardy 
plants o f the desired varieties ran not 
always be secured just when wanted 
There is also great satisfaction in doing 
the preliminary work for one'» nelf. “

Molt Profitable Type of Swine for 
Market.

“ The general trend of the evolution 
of market »wine i» toward younger, 
lighter weight and smoother nnimnls,”  
snys Professor <1. R. Hamson, of the Ore 
gon Agricultural College Animal Hus 
bandry department. “ Hinr.e this in in 
line with the interests of the consumer 
as well ns economy to the producer, 
there is little reason to expect it to be 
radically chnngcd. The age o f pigs nf 
fects not only the economy o f grains 
but the quality o f the rurrnss and con 
sequently priee ns well. In the Port­
land nfnrket there is a difference of 
more thnn a cent n pound in favor of 
t' c 200 pound pig well fattened, over 
old hogs.

“  As a general practice It is well to 
put growing pigs through rapid gains, 
although there are two side» to the 
question. I f  the pig i» crowded to h!* 
capacity, he wnntea a larger proportion 
of the nutrient» that he consumes, 
though his maintenance costs less in 
tbe aggregate since he is kept a shorter 
period o f time. Likewise the de»'raids 
high finish is not secured on pigs which 
make gains slowly, for the food is con­
sumed in growth instead o f fattening. 
Hueh animals do not bring the satis 
factory price that in secured for n 
plump, well finished porker o f smaller
