TESTED RECIPES.

Spanish Cream
Materials— Milk, two cups; sugar, 

one half rup; salt, one fourth teaspoun 
ful; eggs. 2; granulated gelatin, one 
rounded tableapoonful; cold water, one 
half cup; vanilla, one half tcaapoonful.

Utensils— Double boiler, measuring 
cup, tablespoon, teaspoon, eggbeater. 
bowl.

Directions: Heat the milk in doublr 
boiler, add the salt and sugar and stir 
until dissolved. Beat the yolk» of the 
eggs, add to the milk and stir ui.'ll 
smooth and thick, Soften the gelatin 
in the cold water, add to the hot milk, 
stir until smooth and remove from the 
fire. When cold nnd nearly set, fold 
in the stiffly beaten whites of the egg» 
and »et in the refrigerator until firm.
Serve in sherbet glasses with cream.

When icing runa, put it back on the 

stove, on top of an asbestos mat, and 
stir until proper consistency ¡» restored. 
This can be done after syrup is added 
to the white of the egg.

Materials—Oy»ter», one pint; oyster 
liquor, milk; butter, four tablespoons; 
flour, four table»ppons; salt, one tea 
spoon; lemon juiee, two tablespoons; 
«•hopped parsley, one tablespoon.

Utensib—Measuring cup, t«’aapoon, 
tablespoon, chafing dish.
„  Directions— Drain anil reserve the 
liquor from oysters. Pick over oysters 
carefully, removing any bits of »hell 
that may be found. Heat the liquor in 
one pan, strain and add enough milk 
to make two nips of liquid. Melt but 
ter in other rhaiing dish pan, add flour, 
and. when thoroughly blended, add the 
liquid gradually. Cook, stirring eon 
stantly until the mixture thie.kens, then 
place over hot water pan; adil salt, 
parsley and oyster». Cook until oysters 
are plump and the gills begin to curl. 
Before serving, a«ld lemon juice; serve 
on toast or crackers.

sugar, threefourths cup; egg, one; milk, 
three fourths cup; salt, one fourth ten 
spoon; vanilla, one half teaspoon; bak 
ing powiler, one teaspoon; fl«»ur, one 
eup; chocolate, two »«junrea.

Utensils— Mixing bowl, mixing spoon, 
measuring cup, teaspoon, tablespoon, 
two layer cake tins.

Directions—Cream butter and sugar, 
ami egg yolk, milk, salt, vanilla, flour, 
baking powder and chocolate. Beat 
well, then fold in white of j»gg, beaten 
light.
