Tke attention given the young stork 
should not lessen muteriully when it 
has been placed on the range to mn 
ture or bus been tukeu from the mo 
ther bens and placed in lurge coops. 
The value of the fowls ns profitable 
produeers at u later period will largely 
depend upon how well the stock has 
been kept constantly developing up to 
maturity.

The house accommodation* for the 
bird* ure very important. The bouse 
should of course be of the open front 
type to insure fresh air and dryness 
through good ventilation, it is very 
desiriible to have the bouse large 
enough for u man to enter. This will 
guarantee plenty of air space und make 
it much more convenient in cleaning 
or catching the birds. It is also high 
ly desirable that the house lie portable 
so that it may be moved about. In 
this way the young fowls ran be iso 
lated from the older stock which is a 
desirable plan. The birds can then be 
moved out on a pasture, stubble field 
or orchard, and thus have the itdvan 
tage of cleau ground where they will 
not' be so liable to contract disease 
which might be among the old flock 
or in the ground occupied by it. Then, 
too, the young stock is interfered with 
considerably at feeding time and do 
not have a fair chance if larger fowls 
arc about.

If colony laying houses are used on 
the farm, these same houses, if port 
able, can be used for the growing 
chickens. Or, a good growing colony 
house could be built 6x* feet in size 
with an ordinary shed roof and open 
front. Thia house could be used later 
as a laying house to accommodate about 
20 hena.

Beetle Attacks Clover Crop.
Ho far as bus been reported the Cot­

tage Grove country hus escaped the 
T r:i\ tigea of a beetle that is attacking 

the clover crop of other parts of the 
county.

The beetle is the clover root borer 
and, although there ia no occasion for 
great alarm, a number of farmers will 
plow their fields under ns n sacrifice 
in preventing the pest from obtaining 
un extensive foothold. This borer is a 
small, flying beetle. Two weeks ago 
these beetle* were in the air. Most of 
them have deposited their eggs and the 
larva will soon be hatched. By plow 
ing the clover under the food upon 
which the insect must live during 
the first stages of its existence is 
destroyed. This is the only known 
method for the destruction of this pest 
The farmer, of course, when plowing 
his crop under, does not lose the value 
of the clover as this is done quite ex 
tensively anyway to enrich the soil.

The presence of the borer* is re 
vented where three or four stalks in s 
crown of clover turn black or brown 
und where the affliction is more or less 
general all over a field.
