port containing the results of stream- |
flow investigations in 1913 at a large
number of points on the lower t'ulum-]
bia and its tributaries in Oregon and |
Washington and on Rogue, Umpqua and |
Siletz rivers in Oregon. This report,
which appears as Water-Supply Paper
362.C, was prepared by officinls of the
United States Geological Survey from |
data collected in cooperation with the|
state of Oregon, represented by Joha|
H. Lewis, state engineer, and the state
of Washington, represented by l*l»nr’\‘||
Landes, state geologist. .

Two other parts of Water Supply Pa- |
per 362 (362-A and 362.B) will con-|
tain, respectively, records of stream
flow (A) in Pacifie drainage basins in
Washington and upper Columbia River
and its tributaries and (B) in the basin
of Snake River.

3. Bamples of minerals and other
natural products that have possibilities
of commereial development,
The purpose in establishing a perma-
nent commercial museum is to aequaint
commeree students and visitors with
the state’s resources, and to build up
a center of practical commercial knowl-
edge.
