Death of a Noted Oregon Woman
Mrs. Abigail Bcott Duniway died at 

Portland Oet. 11. She was known as 
the “ Mother of Suffrage in Ore 
gun’ ’ and was the author o f several 
books as well as a number o f poems. 
An exchange says o f her:

With her parents and her brothers 
and sisters, Abigail Scott left Illinois 
by ox team for Oregon in 1852. Her 
mother died o f cholera enroute but the 
rest o f the family arrived safely, set 
tling near I.a Fayette. Here, after 
completing her education through her 
own efforts, Miss Scott was married to 
the late B. C. Duniway.

Her husband became an invalid soon 
after their marriage, and upon Mrs. 
Duniway devolved the duty o f provid­
ing for a growing family. She had be 
come interested in woman’s suffrage 
meanwhile, and embarked upon the 
campaign in its behalf from whose ac­
tivities she never ecased up to the time 
of her last illness. She canvassed the 
states of Oregon, Washington und Ida­
ho in behalf o f suffrage again and 
again, traveling by stage and on horse­
back, devoting the best years and e f­
forts of her life to the eause, and she 
lived to see woman's suffrage adopted 
in all three o f the northwest states.

Obituary
Edna Youmans was born at North- 

field, Minn., Oct. 23, 1870, and came 
to Oregon with her parenta when a 
child in 1879 where she grew up nt 
Drain. She was married to Chas. Hed­
rick May 25, 1890. Mr. Hedrick died 
two years ago last January. Two child 
ren were born to them, one o f whom 
died in childhood. The other, Mrs. 
Grell Söderström, survives. Besides 
her daughter she leaves her aged fa­
ther, James Youmans, and two sisters, 
Mrs. I,ena Miller o f I.eonn and Mrs. 
K ittle Tucker o f Cottage Grove.

Hberiff Parker left Hunday for V i­
salia, Calif., to take Dale Guffey, al­
leged bigamist, into custody for trial 
at Eugene.

Guffey is said to have had a erimnial 
record before coming to Eugene, ac­
cording to information in the hands of 
District Attorney Devers and Bheriff 
Parker.

Obituary
Mrs. Nancy Stewart was one of the 

pioneers o f Oregon and o f Lane Coun- 
Her maiden name was Matheny. She 
was born April 11, 1837, and died in 
Cottage Orove, Ore., Oct. 8, 1915, being 
87 years, 5 months and 29 days o f age. 
Her birthplace was in the state o f I l l i­
nois. When but ten years o f age she 
crossed the plains with her parents and 
spent the winter o f 1847 near Wheat- 
land, Yamhill County. In the spring of 
1843 she moved with her parents to 
California to the gold mines, returning 
to Oregon in the fall o f 1849. Her fa 
ther settled on what is known as the 
Lafollett family farm ia Marion Coun­
ty. At the early age o f sixteen she was 
united in marriage to Wm. P. Allen o f 
Amity, Ore. To this union seven child- 
den were born: John Wesley, Matilda 
Jane, George M., Delia Ann, Elmer E., 
Ulysses Grant and Albert E. In June 
1869 the family moved to Lane County 
nnd settled at Big Prairie, now known 
as Oakridge. Here the husband and fa­
ther died in 1879 and was buried on the 
old homestead. The mother and child­
ren shortly afterward moved to the val­
ley, where three years later she was 
married to James Stewart o f Goshen. 
James Stewart died in February, 1899.

Aunt Nancy, ae she was lovingly 
called, continued to live ia Goshen un­
til seven years ago, since when she had 
lived with her children, making her 
most permanent home with her daugh­
ter, Mrs. Jnckson, ia Oottage Grove. 
Six children are «till living; Delia de­
parted this life  Nov. 15, 1886. One sis­
ter older than deceased still lives.*

Short services were held at the Jack 
son home and regular burial services at 
Qoshen on Monday. Burial in Pleasant 
H ill cemetery.
