In the spring there is a certain piqu­
ancy and freshness about mint that ap­
peals to the languishing winter appetite. 
There are many ways in which it can 
be served other than as tbe traditional 
accompaniment to lamb. Here are a 
few recipes:

• • •
Bananu and Mint Salad— Peel and 

cut into cubes several bananas. Wash 
and detach a sufficient number of fresh 
mint leaves. Place a leaf on each cube 
and serve with French dressing. The 
mint leaves afford a delicate flavor to 
the otherwise insipid banana.

• • •
Snow Padding— One pint of milk, one 

tablespoonful of cornstarch, a pinch of 
salt, two tablespoonfuls of sugar, the 
whites of two eggs. Boil the milk, stir 
in the cornstarch made smootn in a lit 
tie cold milk, salt and sugar. When 
thickened, udd the beaten whites of the 
eggs. Beat thoroughly, remove from the 
fire, turn into mold, and serve with the 
following custard: Yolks of the two
eggs, two tablespoonfuls of sugar, a 
pinch of salt, one and one-half cups of 
sweet milk, flavoring. Cook until the 
right consistency is obtained.

• • •
White Muffins— Three cups of flour, 

one and one-half cups of sweet milk, 
one-third of a cup of sugar, two eggs, 
one-fourth of a teaspoonful of salt, two 
heaping teaspoonfuls of baking powder, 
butter the size of an egg. Hift sugar, 
salt and baking powder with tbe flour, 
melt the butter with four tablespoonfuls 
of boiling water. Beat the eggs and 
add to the milk, stir the mixture into 
the flour, and last, add the melted but­
ter and beat well. Bake in a quick 
oven.
