The two were on their way to the 
park animal« carrying the amtnunl 
lion, when they were Intercepted near 
a «mall lirlgatlon ditch by a detail of 
the Mexican«. Lieutenant Adair al 
reudy hud l>een wounded and lost hla 
pl«tol In the previous fighting, hut he 
bad borrowed another and was fight 
lug a hand to-hund battle when he wan 
killed. He fell backward« unron 
«clou« aud whn caught by the negro 
«ergeant an he «ltd toward the ditch 
which « » >  deeply filled wllh water.

The «ergeant held Adair In his arm«, 
hi« face above the water, until he 
died, the wounded officer reviving 
only long enough to whisper order* 
to leave him and finish Die mlaaton.

Captain Morey Hatd that Captain 
Boyd told the men la-fore the fight 
that they were advancing Into the 
greatest danger He reiterated that 
the Carrauzlnta* opened fire flr«t from 
their machine gun trench and a«*erted 
that almost Immediately afterward a 
detachment of the Mexicans circled 
to the rear anil drove off numbers of 
the Americans' horses, which a few 
men had been left to hold while the 
raialrymen dismounted In line of skir­
mish.
