Mr. Hurd delivered an address at the 
recent convention of the Oregon Stati 
Editorial association. As Oregon editors 
long ago discontinued the practice ot 
conducting a vegetable warehouse i 

j  connection with their subscription d 
pnrtmeiits, we did not expect to get 
much out of mi address from u repre 
sentative of au agricultural college, 
whose duty it is to go about the act e 
showing producers how to develop mar 
kets.

But we were agreeably surprised. Tin 
talk was a good one aud it had in it 
some ideas which may be applied to all 
business of any community— w hi eh max 
be applied to the marketing of any 
product, be it product of the farm, 
product of the hand or product of the 
brain.

We would like to quote more copious 
ly from the address, but a few para 
graphs, while they may not bring out 
the splendid points made for intelligent 
cooperation and organization, will sut 
fiee for our immediate purpose:

“ Getting the product to market—to 
the consumer— in economical manner 
and with profit to the producer, is an 
intricate process aud is commanding tin 
best thought of the nation today. * 

“ Organization is the first step toward 
successful accomplishment in this uu 
portaut problem, just us it is the first 
step in achievement of progress in oth 
er matters. * * *

“ The editor’s business should be si 
organized that he cau get away from it 
for short periods at almost any time 
without interruption of the sen ice he 
renders. The man who continually 
grinds and griuds earns only the con 
tempt of others. To quote auothei 
speaker, 'the mau who cannot do hi 
work iu a day of reasonable hours, is an 
incompetent.’ * • *

“ Work is uot the *nd and aim of ex 
istence; it is a means to an end. The 
editor who works unnecessarily long 
and hard to secure the returns he re 
quires thereby robs himself and his 
family. • • •

“ Every printer's business should be 
so organized as to bring him enough 
each year, not only to keep his plant in 
profit making condition, but to replace 
bis own condition as h£ wears out; to 
provide against unforeseen emergencies; 
to give him money and reasonable 
leisure for the enjoyment of himself ami 
his family as he goes through the active 
period of life and to give him at least 
a few years of freedom from business 
cares before the end comes.’ ’

What Mr. Hurd said, applicable to 
the newspaper business, applies with 
equal force to other business.

no mediation proposal to submit.

Immediately after learning the cm 
ployes' position, the president sum 
moned Hit* committee of managers 
aud held a long conference with them.

While the managers were at the 
white house the brotherhood leaders 
conferred uniting themselves. The 
general opinion among them was thut 
the president was putting the burden 
of averting a strike up to the railroads.

The foremost questions are what 
shall he arbitrated, if arbitration 1̂  
to bo resorted to. and what form of 
arbitration shall lie adopted. Repre 
Bcututlvcs of the employes muintutll 
that their demand for an eight hour 
day and time und u half for overtime 
Is the only concrete proposition under 
discussion.

additional organizations each stat<* 
would have to furnish to add to those 
already called Into service by the 
president’s order for repelling Invasion 
along the Texas border.

The far western states are com 
hlned In the 16th division, and the 
shortages which they would have to 
make up are as follows: California,
one ambulanc« company; Oregon, 
nothing; Washington, one troop of 
cavalry, onc battalion and two hat 
terlcs of field artillery, two companies 
of engineers-, one ambulant-«* company 
and one field hospital; Montana, noth 
Ing; Utah, two batteries of field ar 
tlllery and one company of engineers; 
Idaho, nothing;' Nevada, two troops 
of cavalry.

17 Japanese soldiers and killed one 
officer.

BRITISH MAKE NEW GAINS
Germans Seriously Menaced on Both 

of Their Wmge.
I,omlon. — Indications thut a new 

general attack by the British toward 
tlapaume Is near came In the news 
thut they had gained 300 or 4<K) yards 
on u front of nearly u mile northwest 
of I'ozleres and that heavy fighting 
was going on ull along the line.

The British gains tukc tln-in nearer 
to both Martlnpulrh ami Courcelette, 
key positions on the Bupaume road.

The allies now hold u strong grip on 
tin* German third line trenches, the 
point of the wedge driven in a week 
ago having been broadened and deep 
ened. The greater part of Maurcpaa 
Is now in French hands, while to the 
south they are In the outskirts of 
Cl«*ry. The Germans ure »low m«*n 
aeed on both wings, trying to hold 
Clery and Comblos, both of which arc 
pillars of thi-lr lines.

Seattle Shouts for Prohibition.
Seattle.— A mass meeting of Seattle 

citizens which filled the arena Sunday 
afternoon expressed with a unanimous 
vote approval «if the Washington pro 
hlbltloa law and of the work of Mayor 
I Drain C. Gill and Chief of police 
Charles Bccklnghatn In enforcing the 
law. Governor Ernest Lister Htuted 
emphatically that the stuff was better 
off under prohibition. The uii'etlng 
was called hy the Seattle Ministerial 
federation to discuss more stringent 
enforcement «if the law.
