Important Occurrences of Past

Eleven eases of Infantile paralysis 
»re now reported In Portland.

Infantile paralysis has appeared at 
Beaverton, one rase being reported.

A school Industrial fair la to be 
held in Harrisburg October 20 and 21.

The Silverton lumber mill has cloa 
ed Indefinitely, due to the car short­
age.

Mrs. Victoria f\ Schreder has been 
appointed postmaster ut Kolyat, Crook
county.

The name of the postoffice at 
Oceanvlew has been changed to 
Yachata.

A carload of Yellow Newtown ap 
pies was shipped from Ashland Of 
tuber 12 for Liverpool.

Edward ( ’. Potter, of Richmond, has 
been appointed postmaster at the new 
office at Waterman, Wheeler county

Plans for the race meet and fair to 
have been held In Bend on October 
24. 25 and 26. have been abandoned.

The question of allowing swine to 
run at large In Grant county will be 
voted on at the election next month.

None of the 308 accidents reported 
to the state Industrial accident com 
mission during the week ending Octo­
ber 13 was fatal.

The annual conference of the mis­
sionaries of the American Hunday 
School union for the Pacific northwest 
was held In Albany.

The thirty third annual convention 
of the Oregon Woman’s Christian 
Temperance union assembled In Pen­
dleton Tuesday evening.

Elaborate plans are being laid for 
the third annual horticultural show, 
to be held at the Oregon agricultural 
college on November 3 and 4.

Four hundred teachers from the 
southern Oregon counties attended 
the annual Institute for Josephine and 
Jackson counties at Grants Pass.

A gravity water system to supply 
Richland and the unincorporated town 
of Newbridge two and one half miles 
to the north, has been decided upon.

The Southern Pacific car shortage 
established a new high record In re­
ports received by the state public 
commission Saturday, the total being 
1848.
