CONGRESS M AY SANCTION  
HOME GUARD COMPANIES

The war department will not sanction 
j the organization of “ home gunrds”  or 
other volunteer bodies as u part of the 
national defense system, unless congress 
specifically authorizes such action.

This is the substance of a letter re 
reived from Mecretury of War Baker 
by 11 Ii. Ward, president of the Oregon 

' Patriotic Service league, who hnd writ 
ten the war department on the siibjeet.

The letter states that congress has 
never provided for a “ home guard'' di­
fettar system, and that the w hide ijues 
timi is now before congress for musili 

; oration.
“ And until congress shall have ex 

pressed its will with respect to measures 
to be taken by the war department,”  lo 
continues, “ it is deemed inadvisable to 
take any steps which might not coordi 
nate with the plans of congress.”
