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TESTED RECIPES

I
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Beefsteak l ’ic— Cut two pound» of 
meat from the m a d  or flask iato 
pieces one inch square. Sprinkle with 
one tablespoonful flour, one tablespoon 
tul parsley and one onion chopped fine, 
and brown thoroughly in two table­
spoonfuls of butter.

Remove to a deep baking dish, pour 
one cupful of hot water or stock into 
the pan in which the meat was browned, 
thoroughly scrape up all rich meat juice, 
let come to a boil, then pour over the 
meat in the baking dish. Bake 43 min 
utes, then cover with a crust made as 
follows: Remove the membrane from
a quarter pound of suet, chop fine, and 
add to gradually one cup flour; add one 
quarter teaspoouful of salt and enough 
ice water to moisten. Knead for a mo- 
ment, then roll out into a sheet large 
enough to cover the top of the baking 
dish. Make a hole in the center of the 
crust for the escape of the steam. Be­
fore covering the meat with the crust, 
season with one tenspoonful of salt and 
a dash of pepper. Brush over the top 
of the crust with milk or beaten egg,
and bake 45 minutes.

Chicken Marengo— Dress, clean and 

cut up a chicken for serving. Sprinkle 
with salt and pepper, dredge with flour 
and saute in hot salt pork fat, turning 
often to brown evenly. Remove to a 
stew pan and cover with tomato sauce; 
then allow to simmer slowly until the 
chicken is tender. Add one-half can of 
mushrooms cut in thin slices and con­
tinue cooking for five minutes. Place 
the chicken on a hot platter and sur 
round with the sauce. Garnish with 
sprigs of parsley. ¡Serve with rice cro 
q uettes.

FADS AND FANCIES

For Shiny Nose— For a shiuy or oily 
nose bathe it daily in camphor of aco­
nite.

Picot edging can be added.

ing old garments, I cut out all perfect 
buttonholes, leaving a little square of 
material which I hem on the machine, 
i then fasten them all together with a 
safety pin and put them away in my 
mending basket for future use. When 
making skirts for middies or separate 
waists, instead of putting on a band 
and making five buttonholes, I face the 
top of the skirt and attach my save-up 
buttonholes in front, back, and either 
side.
