PUTS REVENGE BEFORE DUTY.

Just because Stacy M. Russell put 
vengeance before his duty as a public 
officer, there is quite a likelihood that 
it will be found that some calls for road 
district meetings in Lane county will 
be found to have been illegally pub­
lished. The publication of the notices 
was left to the county clerk's office 
and Russell saw to it that none of them 
went either to the Eugene Register or 
The Cottage Grove ¡Sentinel, thereby 
taking out a grudge he holds against 
these two papers.

Common sense would teach that a 
road district meeting for a road district 
contiguous to Cottage Grove would be 
of far more value published in a Cot 
tage Grove newspaper than in a news 
paper 25 miles away from the district. 
Common sense would teach that the 
publication 25 miles from the district, 
when there was a paper adjoining the 
district, subverted the very purpose of 
the law.

Common sense would teach that an 
impartial county officer and one mind 
ful of his oath and duties of office 
would distribute such notices impar 
tially regardless of his personal dislikes.

But common sense, impartiality and 
a sense of the duties imposed upon him 
by law do not seem to weigh very heav­
ily upon our county clerk, and the dis­
trict attorney is investigating whether 
or not publications of road district no 
tices as lumped o ff to a Eugene news­
paper by the county clerk comply with 
section 2 of chapter 385, laws of It* 17, 
which says that road district notices 
shall be published iu a newspaper within 
the district, or, i f  there be no such 
newspaper, then in the newspaper near 
est the district.

I f  some of the road districts find that 
through spite and a desire fur revenge 
the county clerk has left them without 
funds for the conduct of their road 
work next year, the county clerk may 
find it wise to resign and put a man 
on the job.

W H Y NOT, INDEED?

In an interview iu a Sunday Portland 
paper, William Hproule, president of the 
Southern Pacific, deplores the fact that 
the Willamette valley has not settled 
and developed more rapidly and is in­
clined to lay the blame upon th* nsi 
dents thereof.

We can tell one reason why it has not 
developed more rapidly, and that is the 
fault of the railroad of which Mr. 
Hproule i* the head.

Never since the writer has been a 
resident of Cottage Grove has there 
been an opportunity for the mill men 
of this section to make some money but 
that they were confronted wi*h the 
fact that they could not get cars to ship 
tbiir orders. Right at the present mo­
ment, when mills of the Cottage Grove 
country are threatened with the neces­
sity of shutting down for lack of c-irs 
is a poor time for the head of the 
Southern Pacific to ask why the Wil­
lamette valley is not developing faster.

We wish to give the Southern Pacific 
full credit for the many things it has 
do*ie. and has tried to do. for the indus 
trie* of the valley, but slow as we are 
to ariticize an institution that is often 
unjustly criticized, yet we must ask 
what would be the traffic conditions 
in the valley now, had it developed as 
rapidly as Mr. Hproule would like, when 
the Southern Pacific cannot supplv even 
the need* of our undeveloped condition T
