Fire expected to be
out by Thursday

Officials 'strongly believe” that
the fire was 'vehicle-related’

ike Mackey of the Oregon Department of

Forestry told the Sentinel Monday after-
noon that the Chambers Mill Fire, which started
about two miles south of Lorane on Wednesday,
Aug. 12, was about 95 percent contained and is
expected to be fully extinguished by Thursday.
The fire's final size was listed at 187 acres, Mack-
ey said, adding that officials with ODF "strongly
believe the fire was vehicle-related," with cir-
cumstances that mirror two other fires that broke

out in the area at that time.

He urged the public to use caution when in
wooded areas or at home, as extreme fire condi-
tions are expected again this week.

Sheriff's Office seeks mfo on chase suspects, children

he Lane County Sheriff’s

Office is seeking the pub-
lic’s help to locate two adults
and two children they say were
involved in a chase on Siuslaw
River Rd.

Police say that on Friday at
approximately 3 p.m., they re-
sponded with BLM Law En-
forcement Officers to the Siu-
slaw River Road and Whitaker
Creek area due to suspicious
behavior by the two listed
adults in the campground and
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recreational areas. On attempt-
ing to make contact on a traffic
stop, the listed vehicle fled on

three different encounters with
deputies attempting to stop the
vehicle. Inside the vehicle were
an adult male driver, adult fe-
male and two small children.
The driver was fleeing at very
high rates of speed in the Siu-
slaw River Rd area of Walton;
deputies opted not to pursue due
to the small children in the car.
The driver was identified as
Justin Mark Pederson, and the
female was his girlfriend, Koda
Marie Ellis.

An extensive canvas of the
area south to Lorane, Wolf
Creek and in the Veneta and
Noti areas was done, as well as
a check of all known sources of
friends and relatives have been
searched for the four persons.
Their whereabouts and welfare
are unknown.
