He believes the team will be 
able to operate at a much quick-
er pace and be able to execute 
cleanly. 

This year, the OSAA has 
implemented new rules regard-
ing defensive fouls. Typically, 
it has been accepted that minor 
contact via hands of a defensive 
player is legal. However, the 
OSAA has adjusted the rules 
to exclude any contact on an 
offensive player. For example, 
should an offensive player turn 
their back towards a defensive 
player, a defender cannot place 
their hands or arm on the play-
er's back or it will result in a 
foul. Pollard isn’t too concerned 
about the rule changes, and in 
fact says it might work to the 
Lions' advantage based on their 
style of play. 

“We like to dribble-attack and 
drive offensively,” he said, which 
would increase the chances of 

his players being able to draw 
fouls offensively. Pollard con-
tinued to say that it shouldn’t be 
diffi cult for his team to adjust 
to the new rules and that these 
“ticky tacky” changes shouldn’t 
affect the fl ow of their game. 

“It’s not that we try to play 
with a whole lot of contact. 
Those are the rules and it 
shouldn’t force us to play much 
differently.” 

The boys’ basketball team 
will kick off its season on Dec. 
4 at Creswell.
