(NAPS)—When it comes to doing a
thorough cleaning, there are the “usual
suspects”: getting rid of old clothes and
magazines, organizing the pantry, clean-
ing the yard and getting the garden ready
to plant.

sealers, and clear top coatings (varnish
and shellac). Drop-off is available year-
round during each retail location’s regu-
lar business hours.

PaintCare then works with partners
to transport the collected paint from the
drop-off sites to processing facilities,
where it’s remixed into recycled-content
paint, given away through local reuse
programs, used as fuel, or used in other
products and applications. If it can’t be
recycled or used some other way, it will
be dried out and properly disposed of.

When you need to buy paint for a
project in the future, make sure you buy
the right amount to minimize leftover
paint. Then, you won't need to worry
about using up or recycling the rest.
To do this, give the representatives at
your paint store the dimensions of the
room youre painting. They should be
able to tell you how much you’ll need,
depending on the type of coating and
the desired outcome. You can also use
an online paint calculator to help deter-
mine how much paint you need to get.
