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Restoring the Buster Kea-
ton mural was a success in 
itself. Timing its ribbon 
cutting with the arrival 
of the International Bust-

er Keaton Society was the 
cherry on top.

Also known as “Dam-
finos” (a contraction a Kea-
ton quote, “Damned If I 
Know”), the Buster Keaton 
group has returned as a spe-
cial guest to Cottage Grove 
every five years since 2001.

Lloyd Williams throws 
the conventions together 
each time it comes by.

“On a one-to-10 scale, it 
was a nine and a half,” said 
Williams happily about this 
year’s convention, which 
marked the 95th anniversa-
ry of the filming of Keaton’s 
film “The General.”

Williams is the chair of 
the Buster Keaton Mural 
Committee and a past pres-
ident of the Cottage Grove 
Historical Society. 

Even getting the conven-
tion on the calendar was a 
feat in itself considering 
the tumult COVID-19 re-
strictions have caused on 
events.

As well as showing old 
Buster Keaton movies at 
the Village Green, a special 
production of “The Gen-
eral” was set up inside the 
Chambers Covered Bridge, 
where a select audience 
could sit and enjoy the 
movie with refreshments.

Though the turnout 
this year saw fewer faces 
than others, mainly due to 
COVID-19 complications, 
giving the Damfinos a 95th 
to remember sets the stage 
for their next appearance at 
the 100th anniversary.

In 2026, Williams hopes 
to work with Hollywood 
Theater the Oregon Film 
Commission to bring a 
showing of “The General” 
to Bohemia Park with a live 
orchestra.

“The goal is to present 
something that’s useful to 
people and fun,” said Wil-
liams.

The 100th will be Wil-
liams’ final year organizing 
the convention and new 
volunteers are always wel-
comed 

“If you’ve worked on a 
committee, you’re halfway 
there,” said Williams. “It’s 
for people that are inter-
ested in Buster and that’s 
probably a reason enough, 
though it’s not just about 
Buster, but the historical 
significance, just as the His-
torical Society’s main mis-
sion is to preserve and tell 
the story of Cottage Grove 
history. And so this is just a 
piece of it.”

He has future plans 
for his hives, hoping that 
he might someday be able 
to pass them on to a friend 
when he stops being able 
work so often outdoors in 
the heat.

For now, though, he en-
joys hanging out with his 
“lady friends” as he calls 

them, since the vast major-
ity of bees in the hive are 
female.
