RV Park, which provides an
affordable housing option
for its residents.

Still, the fate of the rest of
the facility has yet to be de-
cided.

“The Village Green Hotel
main building, including the
restaurant, may be retained
if a new business owner is
found that can economically
operate a smaller scale ho-
tel in a sustained manner;
states the release. “It is also
possible that this portion of
the site will be redeveloped
for a new multi-story hotel
with modern amenities”

A number of issues with
the property have impacted
the new owners’ decision to

renovate.

There are buildings for-
merly used by the hotel
on its northern side, for
instance, that are in dete-
riorating or substandard
conditions. One building
has been stripped down to
just skeletal remains while
another has been hidden
behind so much garden and
bush debris that the hotel
rooms are inaccessible.

The release also lists
some key problems, name-
ly: that the hotel is not
operating in a sustainable
manner due to a substan-
tial decline in the hotel and
tourist industry; increased
hotel competition in the
region; insufficient modern
amenities; several substan-
dard or blighted buildings;

and maintenance of the
6.5-acre garden, seasonal
pool and hot tub is too high
of an operational cost to be
financially viable.

To complete this project,
the new owners will likely
have to go through an ap-
proval process, including
applying for permits. This
process will go to through
Planning Commission and
possibly the Cottage Grove
City Council for approv-
al, where there will public
hearings.

“So, there’s a public pro-
cess to come depending on
what they plan to do,” said
Public Works and Develop-
ment Director Stewart. “It
sounds like they’re going to
make some changes, so that
will likely be required”
