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Curious Oaths.
When a Chinaman swears to tell 

the truth he kneels down, and a 
China saucer is given to him. The 
following oath is then administered: 
"You shall tell the truth and the 
whole truth. The saucer is cracked, 
and if you do not tell the truth your 
soul will be cracked like the sau­
cer,’’ then he breaks the saucer. 
Other symbolic variation« of tbo 
Chinese oath are the extinguishing 
of a candle or cutting off of a cock's 
head, the light of the candle rejire 
senting the witness’ soul and the 
fate of the cock symbolizing the fate 
of a perjurer.

In certain parts of India tigers’ f 
and lizards’ skins take the place of 
the Bible of Christian countries, 
and the i enalty of breaking the oath 
is that in one case the witness will 
become the prey of a tiger and in 
the other that bis body will be cov­
ered with scales like a lizard.

In Norwegian courts of law the 
prelude to the oath proper is a long 
homily on the sanctity of the oath 
and th (¡¡terrible consequences 
keeping it
duly ctushed by the sense 
fearful responsibilit y the oath is ad­
ministered while lie holds aloft his 
thumb aud fore and middle fingers 
as an emblem of the trinity.

In an Italian court the witness, 
with his right hand resting on on 
open Bible, declares, ‘‘I will swear 
to tell the truth, the whole truth 
nnd nothing but the truth.’’ The 
Mohammedan takes the oath with 
his forehead reverently resting on 
the open Koran. As takes his 
‘‘Bible” in Ins hand and stoopiug 
low, as if in the presence of a higher 
power, slowly bows bis head uut'l  
it touches the book which to him is 
inspired.

Incertain parts of Spain the wit­
ness vvheu taking an oath crosses 
the thumb of one hand over the fore­
finger of the other and, kissing this 
symbolic, if primitive, cross, says. 
“By this cross I swear to tell the 
truth.”
