(Viciul Halstead o f Birmingham, 
Lnglund, reports to the department of 
commerce and labor results o f unintel­
ligent, unscientific road repairing. He 
quotes s jiuu excellent udrlcv ubout bow 
not to wake or repair a road, lie  
writes:

“ When lu Loudon recently 1 noticed 
that the great road along the Thames, 
one of the most Important thorough­
fares In London, known us the Thames 
embankment, was very rough, und lu 
a recent urtlole In the London Mull, en 
titled ’How Not to Make n Road,’ some 
observant person tells of the methods 
used when the eiubuukiueut was last 
torn up und rcuietaled and relroned, 
which confirms In niuuy respects the 
dispatch I recently hud published iu 
I wily Consular und Trade Reports, 
Sept. I*. entitled ‘Dust and Motor Curs.’ 
This writer had thought that u sound 
knowledge would surely be displayed 
In repairing such u thoroughfare us the 
Thames embankment. A fter the scari­
fier had been at work und the road torn 
up. loads o f 'blue metul,’ he said, were 
dumped down, but this stone was o f a 
very uneven nature, both as to size and 
-hape, many of the pieces being long 
and narrow, while others were small 
and approximately cubical, and there 
was additionally u large proportion of 
irregularly shaped stones. The loads 
were roughly spread across the road­
way, and In many cases ‘the wheel ruts 
of the carts were not even ruked out.” 
i ‘ontluulng his description o f what was 
done as roadmuklng for the great thor­
oughfare, he says:

"Over thin chaotic heap was strewn 
• shade o f Mucudaui l—pulverized clay. 
Water was then copiously Hooded on 
to this Interesting mess to Induce the 
clay to get In between the cre\ Ices or 
chasms In the roadway This It speed 
lly dlil. ulthough naturally much re­
mained ns mud on the surface. Then 
the steam roller got to work, and soon 
the roadway looked quite smooth and 
nice, and he who know no better would 
have passed by and said, 'That Is a 
line bit of work.' He who knew, how­
ever, and saw It done, suid, ‘G ive It a 
few  weeks and It w ill be us bad as 
ever.’ "

I-'nlse H h o u l ' l e r * .
Many u highway commissioner, mix 

lous to serve Ills town and progress 
his road work, leaves what are known 
as false shoulders on the side of the 
road, says the Ogdensburg (,N. YJ Ail 
vance. In operating Ids road scraper 
lie falls to put the too of the blade 
clear to the illteh on the side of the 
road, hut places It a foot anil a half 
nearer to the middle of the road, thus 
muklng a new ditch and leaving a 
shoulder of dirt between the new 
ditch und the old one. Some highway 
commissioners do this In the expect 
ancy that the next year they will cut 
this shoulder away to the original ditch 
and gradually widen their road to the 
Hues of the former ditch. These high 
way commissioners always open water 
ways at frequent Intervuls between the 
Dew ditch and the old ditch through the 
shoulder, letting the water run to the 
proper place. Other highway commit! 
•loners neglect to put these waterways 
through the shoulder, and they sunn 
find that the roadbed Is hudly washed, 
and they wonder why It Is that they 
have such bud luck when they try so 
hard to servo their town well. It Is 
not an easy thing to build or maintain 
a road, and It required experience from 
the results of mistakes. I f  a muii who 
has b«vn an Indifferent highway com 
mlssloner his first year Improves In his 
work the second yeur, he may he re 
elected and become as valuable a high 
way commissioner as the town could 
obtain, tie  must have his heart In his 
work or he cannot do tils town credit.

The points lu the operation of a 
cream separator by the furm dairyman, 
given in tlielr order of importance ¡.s 
hearing on the quality of the work, r.re 
summarized us follows by uu author. v 
on huttermaking:

First.—The speed o f the separumr 
must be uniform and up to the stand 
ard required by the makers of that 
particular machine.

Second.—The tempi-auture of the milk 
should l>e such as will make It tlow 
readily; the warmer It is the more per 
feet w ill he the separation.

Third. The amount of milk that Ls 
run through the machine should re­
main constant und should not be In 
ereused over that which ls intended for 
the machine.

Fourth. The uiucUine should be set 
on a solid husc or foundation, so that 
there will be no Jar or shaking ubout 
as It ls turned, sueh us would tend to 
Interfere with the even flow of the mUk 
through the howl und thus destroy Its 
efficiency lu skimming.

Fifth. The separator must be kept 
thoroughly and scrupulously clean, 
particular care being taken that none 
of the tubes through which the milk 
flow becomes obstructed In' any wuy.

Sixth. The test o f the cream cun he 
readily changed by changing either the 
cream outlet or the skim milk outlet.

T h e  f o n t  o f  M 1IW P r o d u c t i o n .
The New Jersey experiment station 

demonstrates that with cows yielding 
0,500 pounds o f milk per head per year 
the cost per quart Ls about 2.1 cents. 
What must be the cost o f the quart In 
the case of the 5,000 pound cow, tho 
-1,000 pound cow, the 3,000 pound cow 
and the 2,500 pound cow 7 W ill not 
the cost range higher as the yield 
ranges lower?

I f  the 6,500 pound cows put 2.1 cents 
Into a quart o f milk the 5,000 pound 
vows will put 2.7 cents, the 4,000 pound 
cow over 3 cents, the 3,000 pound cow 
close to 3.5 cents and the 2,500 pound 
cow nearly 4 cents Into the quart.

On the other hand, If the 0,500 pound 
cow makes milk at a cost of 2.4 cents 
a quart a 7,500 pound cow will put 
only about 2 cents Into the quart, the 
M,000 pound cow only 1.9 cents, and the 
9.»HKi pound und 10,000 pound cows 
would put proportionately less cost In­
to the quart. New York Farmer.

It is generally advisable to have u 
row go dry before she freshens. From 
four to six weeks ls none too long a 
rest. Many good cows have their milk­
ing habits so firmly established that 
they must be forced dry. The simplest 
und safest way to stop the milk tlow 
Is to cut the feed down to a small al­
low a m e of hay and milk but ouce u 
day, or empty but half the udder at 
one milking and the other half at tlij 
next, thus alternating till the milk flow 
censes. Then more generous feeding 
should Is* resumed, hut the feeds used 
should l>e of ii laxative character. A 
freshening cow Is a sick cow and 
should be treated as such. She sliould 
not Is' exposed to violence, to cold or 
to storms. Her feed should Is1 limited 
lu quantity and be easily digested. A « 
she fully recovers gradually Increase 
her feed to a full varied ration.
