In (lie midst ,,f  a li,|iilil m ass without 
ever allowing It to come up lu the sur­
face  or fall down to the bottom is a 
frill which dors no! s'*eiu easy to per­
forin. Owing to a peculiarity of the 
compoaitiou of  the shell (lie experiment 
Is easily made.

T a k e  a g lass  j a r  and half  till It with 
water. Then by means of  a g lass tula’ 
which reaches to the bottom o f  the j a r  
pour nu equal amount o f  hydrochloric 
arid under the water until the w ater  
rises to the top of tlie ja r .  I f  no effort 
lie made to mix tile  tw o liquids they 
will remain neatly separated for days, 
the density of  commercial hydrochloric 
acid being greater than that o f  water.

I.et all egg sink gently Into the wa­
ter. It will pass through it, reach the 
hydrochloric acid zone and there a l ­
most Instantaneously .........me covered
with a thick layer o f  hubbies.
