PO RTABLE HOG H OUSES.

An Knar M ullrr In P o l Thrm In n 
•lew Loeatlou.

A  liuiidy portable bog bouse lu use 
at the Montana experiment station Is 
described In Orange Judd Fanner as 
follows:

These bouses have been In use for 
more than two months, and the Idea Is 
such a practical one and the outlay so 
small that wo give our exact plan for 
building.

It might bo stated right here that 
the material for the roof, ends and

n o . i  plat  roan roti uoo house. 
floor of the hog house was ordinary
1 by Ó tongue 1 and grooved flooring, 
which cost us at the rate of #23 per 
thousand. The other material used 
was the ordinary 2 by 4 scantling, 
which cost .v: i per thousand. First 
make a platlnrm d by d feel, with four
2 by 4 pieces supporting it and running 
the entire length as skills. The plat­
form will appear as in Fig. 1.

Next II 2 by l Is supported four and 
a half feet above the center of the 
platform, with its long way running 
tlie sane* dire timi as the 2 by 4 skids 
supporting tile floor. Now begin to 
null the boards that are to make the 
sh illing roof to the edge of the plat­
form and also to the 2 by 4 supporteli 
llIs»ve the floor. It will not lie long 
before the slanting roof bonrds will

The ends o f thè house sbolliti 
Ile so insertcì! flint Ihe roof projeets 
un Indi or so le.,ond, to prevent thè 
rulli leaklng tlirougli In wet weather.

A «Winglng iloor, us III Fig. 3, Is fitted 
to the openltig, and the hinges. whlch 
are al thè top. are sluiply loops of 
wire. Tlila wlre n in i through holes 
tsireil illune the iloor and also through 
two hole; ihroiigh thè top of Ilio iloor, 
thè Idea lieliig lo bave the iloor swing 
elther In or out. aceordiug to the wlll 
o f thè hog.

peak o f the roof. These ventilating 
in.Ins are iiiseit s|t Inches across and 
are eoutrolled liy swinging blocks, fas­
tened uilllclenlly stiff so ns to stay 
wherever turned. The hog house com­
plete, allowing swinging door and ven­
tilator hole, will appear as in Fig. 3. 
Now. If an armful o f straw be placed 
Inside of one o f tile houses, we have a 
snug, comfortable and warm winter 
house. With these Individual bouses 
It Is n very easy matter, with the uaa 
o f a horse, to draw the house to an 
entirely new. cVnn mid dry location.

RED CLO V E R .

liuportaat State« In Thla
Foragi* I'lnut.

A t the present time clover culture 1* 
carried on in a large though quite weli 
defined area o f tlie United Mates, 
often called the clover region, shown 
on the accompanying map. Ohio, In ­
diana and Illinois are tlie most impor­
tant clover producing states o f this 
region, tin* boundaries o f which may 
be defined about as follows: It Is lim­
ited on the north by the forty fifth par­
allel o f latitude, on the east by tho 
Atlantic ocean, on the south by the 
thirty fifth parallel and on the >vest by

the ninety-seventh meridian. These 
boundaries do not, o f course, mark the 
absolute limits of clover culture, aud It 
Is almost unnecessary to say that there 
are large tracts within this so called 
clover region where attempts to grow 
red clover :.ro not attended with suc­
cess. Furthermore, excellent growth 
Is obtained iu a few  regions immedi­
ately adjoining Hits area, and there are 
also several sections wholly separated 
from It where clover is grown with 
notable success. Among tbs latter 
may be mentioned the W illamette val­
ley of Oregon, tlie Pnlouse country In 
eastern Washington and also the Gal­
latin valley o f Montana, where red 
clover Is being successfully and profit 
ftbly grown under irrigation.

Red clover, on account o f its great 
value as a forage plant and because 
o f its [lower o f renewing and maintain 
lug the fertility of the soil, is one o f 
the most Important crop plants o f mod­
ern agriculture.

FARM MANAGEM ENT.

imu* Advice « «  to Storing and Hold­
ing: Ciralti.

On the subject o f crop management 
Professor Teneyck gives some good ad­
vice in Kansas Farmer:

In general successful farming de­
pends upon doing everything nt the 
right time and in the right w/iy. The 
farmer should push his work and not 
allow his work to push him. A fte r  a 
crop lias been grown it should not be 
lost or allowed to become damaged by 
a little carelessness in handling or 
storing through the negligence o f the 
farmer.

Much of the wheat sold grades low 
on account o f being mixed or not pure 
In type. Farmers should grow well 
bred, pure types o f wheat, coni and 
other grains. Nine-tenths o f all the 
corn which the farmer sells grades as 
mixed corn because it Is not pure In 
color. Pure white or pure yellow  corn 
of the same quality as mixed corn will 
often sell for 2 to .'1 cents more per 
bushel.

Crop Breedinsr.
The subject of crop breeding is now 

attracting great attention. It pays to 
breed and grow pure varieties o f corn 
aud other crops ns well as to observe 
the same conditions in the raising of 
live stock. I believe that farmers 
should store and hold their grain lon­
ger and not sell so largely at harvest 
time. This practice throws a surplus 
of grain on the market, which usually 
results in low prices and less profits to 
the farmer and perhaps not always 
greater profits to the dealer. Grain 
may he stored and kept for a time in 
amnll quantities with le is  loss to the 
gvjwers than to tlie dealers when the 
same grain is bought and stored In 
large quantities.

Crulii Sold When Dump.
Tills Is especially true with corn, 

nun'll o f wlilrli Is nolil in the fall and 
early winter, too damp to keep well 
when stored In largo ipmutitle». It 1» 
true also o f wheat mid other grain that 
When hauled iroin the tlirnstilnj} na- 
rhino may ho too dnnip to store In 
large elevators. There Is a risk to  tfie 
Dealers in handling such grains, hence 
tho low prices; nlso doubtless there Is 
a tendency on the part o f the dealers 
to make ns low prims ns possible when 
the fnrmcr sells the Imlk of his crop. 
Rome farmers are obliged to sell ftt 
once ns soon ns the crop has been har­
vested or thrashed, needing tho money 
and having perhaps no suitable storage 
room. But this is a hand to mouth 
method o f living and farming, and 
the thrifty, experienced farmer sboutd 
make himself Independent o f such con­
ditions ns soon ns possible.
