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The Albany Democrat is one of 
the interior papers that unqualified­

other such concerns. We cannot 
take this view of the case, and be. 
Heve that our country contempor­
aries have not fully investigated the 
subject, as explained by Postmas­
ter General Moyer, «ay the Port­
land Journal. According to bis 
explanation, as given in The Jour­
nal last Friday, the proposed sys­
tem would lio distinctly advantage­
ous to tht country merchants rather 
tnan to the: <■ objectionable mail-or­
der houses. And it seems improb­
able that President Roosevelt, and 
all the post-m.aster-generals of the 
last 20 yeirs, would have advocated 
a parcels post if it would have op­
erated as our interioi friends sup­
pose. Are not the reasons of all 
these eminent men worthy of a care­
ful, considerate examination, before 
denouncing the scheme as some­
thing calculat'd to injure the rural 
people? Mr. Meyer says it will ben­
efit lb 'in, and it seems to The 
Journal that he supports his posi­
tion strongly.

The principal organized and suc­
cessful opposition to a parcels post 
system has so far come from the 
express companies, which PoB^mas- 
ter-General Wnnamaker said con- 
stitnte six reasons against it, and 
of these companies the Philadelphia 
North American says:

“ There is not an American busi­
ness n’.au who does rot pay heavy 
taxes every year to keep in being a 
system of tribute to the express 
companies, which is not tolerated 
in any other civilized nation.

The Oregon Issue, published in 
Portland, gives a list of all the gov­
ernment permit« issued in tho dry 
counties of western Oregon, as 
shown by the records at the cus­
toms house.

“ Under a federal law the natioial 
government collects a special tax 
from all persons who deal in alco­
holic liquors. Druggists who use 
liquor in perscription work only are 
required to pay this tax just the 
same as the saloon keepers. Our 
local option law states that the issue 
of this special tax stamp to any is 
prima facie evidehce that such per­
son is selling, exchanging or giving 
away intoxicating liquor, in the 
following list are some druggists 
whom we are very confident are not 
violating the local option law, aud 
we not wish to direct suspicion to­
ward them Persons, other than 
druggists, in this list have no doubt 
paid this tax for the express pur­
pose of conducting a criminal traf­
fic in strong drink and some drug­
gist-' that we know of aro also wil­
fully violating the provisions of the 
law.”

Dosse’s “immense prize winner, 
“ Prince Votl Bismark,” the big 
brindle Dane of Louisville, Ken­
tucky, which won very recently at 
the Jamestown Fair, w inning over 
75 Danes from all ovei the United 
States and Canada.

Tho Great Dane many people 
suppose is a cross between the 
tnsstiff and greyhound, hut this is 
uot true, tor the Dane has not a 
drop of either # of these English 

| breeds, but is one of the oldest 
breeds in dogdotn, of course in dif­
ferent ages possessing other names, 
and being much coarser built The 
Dane is not a Dane, but a German, 
the name coming from the fact that 
the Danish people were the first to 
take an interest in the big German 
breed, and sent them into England, 
where they were known ns the 
“ Grand Dairus” from which they 
get their present -name “ Gn at 
Dane." The Dane of today, which 
we see at the bench show, has had 
most of the roughness bred out by 
scientific breeding. Tho old name 
for the breed was the "Hatsdudc,” 
“ Ulmer Dogge,” “ German Boar- 
hound”

When this dog was known as 
the Hatsdude, his principle use was 
to combat with the wild animals in 
the arena at Rome, and to hunt 
the wild boar. His present occu­
pation, like the English bulldog, is 
simply for the Kennel Club show. 
There are several places where they 
are used very successfully to hunt 
the California mountain lion, and 
as watch dogs on sheep and cattle 
ranches, and also on plantations 
down South.

The standard of tho Dalle at tho
