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ROOSEVELT ENOORSES FAIR

In Hit Mettage to Congrats He Rec­

ommends the Participation ot 

Uncle Sam in Exposition.

Seattle. Deo. 10.— Now that Pres­
ident K ix.He veil in bis message to 
Congress has endorsed the partici­
pation of the United States govern­
ment in the Alaska-Yukon-Pacific 
Exposition, tbe management of the 
1900 fair will carry on a campaign 
to aecure the early passage of tbe 
appropriation bill. Henry R. Heed, 
director of exploitation, has gone 
to Washington to open up head­
quarters to circulate information in 
regard to tbe plans and objects of 
the exposition. Later on a com­
mittee composed of officials of tbe 
exposition and prominent men of 
Alaska and tbe Pacific Northwest 
will go to tbe National capital to 
present tbe exposition's case before 
Congress.

The fact that tbe exposition man­
agement has pledged itselt not to 
accept a loan or a gift from Uncle 
Sara Is endorsed in President Roose­
velt's message. This, it is thought 
by the officials, will have much 
weight with Congress. The sec­
tion of the President’s message re­
ferring to tbe Alaska-Yukon-Pacific 
Exposition is as follows:

“ The courage and enterprise of 
the citizens of tbe far northwest iu 
their projected Alaska-Yukon-Pa­
cific Exposition, to lie held in 1909, 
should receive liberal encourage­
ment. This exposition is not sen­
timental in its conception, but seeks 
to exploit the natural resources of 
Alaska and to promote the com­
merce, trade and industry of the 
Pacific states with their neighbor­
ing states and with our insular pos­
sessions and the neighboring coun­
tries of tbe Pacific. The exposi­
tion asks no loan from tbe congress, 
but seeks appropriations for nation­
al exhibits and exhibits of tbe 
Western dependencies of the gen­
eral government. The state of 
Washington and the city of Seattle 
have shown the characteristic West­
ern enterprise in large donations for 
the conduct of this exposition, in 
which other states are lending a 
generous assistance.”

Work on the exposition grounds 
is progressing rapidly. Most of 
the grading for roadways, avenues, 
plazas and circles han been finished, 
and the grounds are enclosed by a 
fence. The contract for the erec­
tion of the emergency hospital has 
been let and tbe structure will be 
completed within the next few 
weeks. Contracts have been grant­
ed for four large buildings which 
are to lie finished within six months. 
They are the Fine Arts palace, Aud­
itorium, Machinery Hall and the 
Manufacturers building. The three 
first will be permanent structures, 
being built out of buff brick with 
terra cotta trimmings,

Most all of the exhibit palaces 
will be classic in design as far aH 
modern usage will permit. After 
tbe fair the permanent buildings 
will lie used by Wnshingt n Upi- 
versity upon the campus of whieh 
the exposition will lie held, for col­
lege edifices.

The Arctic Brotherhood, an order 
composed of men who have been in 
Alaska and Yukon, will erect a 
building costing $25,000. The site 
has been selected and plans for the 
structure are now lieing prepared. 
During the exposition the building 
will lie used as club house and will 
contain an exhibit of curios and 
relics of the Northland. After 
the fair it will lie turned over 
to the Washington university for 
the use of students from Alaska 
and Yukon.
