GRAVE PERIL IN ANARCHY.

President Bends Vigorous Message to
Both Houses of Congress.

Washington, April 10.—In one of the
shortest meseages which he has yet
tranemitted to congress, Preeident
Roosevelt yeaterday called theattention
of that body to the necessity for further
legislation on the subject ol anarchy.
With the meesage he transmitted a re-
port reviewing the legal of the
question by Attorney General Bona-
parte. The meesage of the president is
as follows:

‘““To tha senate and house of repre-
sentatives:

“I herewith submit a letter from the
depa tment of justice which exlains
iteell. Under this opinion I hold that
existing statutes give the president
power to prohibit the postmaster gene-
ral from being ueed as an instroment
in the commiesion of ecrime, that is. to
probibit the use of the maile for the
advocacy of murder, arson and treason,
and 1 shall act upcn such construction.

“‘Unquestionably, however, there
should be further legiclation by con-
gress in thie mat‘er. When compared
with the suppression of anarchy, every
other questivn sinks into insignificance.
The ansrchist is the enemy of human-
ity, the enemy of all mankind, and his
is a deeper degree of criminality than
any other. No immigrant is allowed
to ccme to our shores if he Is an anar-
chist; and no paper published here or
abroad should be permitied in this
country if it propagates anarchist opin-
ions. THEODORE ROOSEVELT.”

THE LIABILITY LAW.

‘of M e Just Passed
by BothiHouses.

Washington, April 10.--As passed
by both houses of congress, the liabil-
ity hill is expected to meet tne objec-
tiona of the United BStates Bupreme
cuurt to the common carrier liability
law of 1898, decided to be titu-
tional by the court. The bill abolishes
the strict common law liability, which
harg a recovery for personal injury or
death of an employe occasioned by the
negligence of a fellow servant. It also
relaxes the common law rule which
makes contributory negligence a defense
to elaima for euch injuries, and per-
mite an employe to recover for an in-
jury cansed by negligence of a co-
employe. The bill does not bar recov-
ery, even though the injured one con-
tributed by his own negligence to the
injury. The amount of the recovery 1s8
diminished in the same degree with
the negligence of the injured to the in-

jury.

ANARGHY A MENAGE

Widespread Existence In United
States Is Astounding.

ALARM FELT IN OFFICIAL CIRCLES

Thousands of Suspects on Govern-
maent Lists— Details of Discov-
eries Kept Secret.

Washington, April 11.—As a resuit
of the work of the government, recently
andertaken for the stamping out of an-
archy and snarchisis in the United
Statee, it leaked out today that govern-
ment officials are absolutely astounded
at the widespread growth ol anarchy in
this country. Groups of anarchists
have been discovered in almost every
state in the Union and In most nnex-
pected places. Detailed information
concerning their location and numbers
was refused by high officiale today, but
it is known that steps are now being
taken by the governiient to get ac-
quainted with the various groups and
their individual members, and that the
Rede will be kept under strictest sur-
veillance hereafier,

The clue to the lecation of the anar-
chists is #aid to have heen furnished by
a list containing the namea of several
thousands which recently fell into the
hande of the government. Tracing
down the list, it has been found that
for every name on it there are several
anarchists, ranging from two or three
to a group of 10 or 20, or even more,
living 1n the same town.

According to the local police, extra
men have been assigned to the neigh-
borhood in which Postmaster General
Meyer lives, and that official wae so-
companied by plain clothes men when
he went to Boston to preside over the
Republican convention today.

RUSSIA TO STATE POSITION

Will Reassert Attitude Set Forth by
Baron Rosen.

DRAFT CODE OF PROCEDURE

Powers Will Move to Establish Inter-
national Prize Court.

Washington, April 11.—Great Brit-
ain has invited the governmenta which
participated in the last Hague confer-
ence to send experts to London whose
duties ehall be to formulate a code of
procedure for the prcposed internation-
sl prize court,” the establishment of
which is provided for in each of the
treaties resulting from the conference.

The American government will be
represented at the London conference.

This conlerence is regarded as inlorm-
al in character, and the participation of
the Tnited Btates will require no legis-
lation, except, perhaps, a small appro-
priation to meet the expenses of the
American representatives. The date
for the conference has not heen fixed.
It is etated here that the ratification of
the treaty providing for this court will
douktless be delayed by the naticns un-
til after the report of this body.

Japs Manufacturing Flags.

“When | was a youngster,” sald a

middie-aged man to a Sun reporter, “1

came down to New York,

greatest welght was roached at Mos
cow with 198 tons of beautifully en
riched work, a strange contrast to the
humble “Clog-an-eadbachta Patrale,”
or “bell of Patrick’'s well,” sometimes
referred to as the bell of Armagh, with
Its dimlnative dimensions of six Inches
high by five Inches broad, four Inches
deep, made of thin sheets of hammer
ed Iron, bent Into a four sided form
fastened with rivets and brazed ot
bronzed. This bell 1s at onee the most
authentle and the oldest Irish relic of
(hiristinn metal work that has de
scended to us, writes W, J. Fennell In
the Belfast Gazette, and Is mentioned
in the “Annals” under the date of G52
