A SOCIALIST DISCUSSES 
HIS PARTY PRINCIPLES!

Editors header:— A good many 
jieople seem to have queer ideas 
concerning socialism, and if you 
will allow me space in your valu­
able paper 1 would be pleased to 
advance a few ideas along ftais 
line, and anyone who may wish to 
do so, may verify the facts herein 
stated, and in this way remove 
some of the erroneous ideas enter­
tained by so many people.

Some jieople seem to think so­
cialism is “ anarchy” others think 
it a “divide-up system” still others 
that it is a “ tired mail’s heaven 
and a great many other ideas 
equally as erroneous.

Please refer to your encyclopedia 
Britanuica for this definition 
“The ethics of socialism are ident­
ical with the ethics of Christian
ity .”
. Further, refer to Webster's I'ua 

bridged, “Socialism is a theory of 
society that advocates a more pre 
cise, orderly and harmonious ar 
rangement of the social relations 
of mankind than that which has 
hitherto prevailed.”

Now ill reference to the first one, 
anarchy, John Ruskin puts it this 
way: government and co-opera­
tion are in all things and eternally 
the laws of life: anarchy and com­
petition, eternally and in all 
things, the laws of death.

Co operation is the foundation 
stone of socialism, a working to­
gether for the necessaries and 
pleasures of life, by all and for all.

Eternally aud in all things the 
laws of live and let live.

No one man is any better than 
any other one man, so long as 
each is honest and honorable, aud 
each, in a just society should have 
equal opportunity, e<(ijal right pud 
equal privilege one with the other,

This then, would necessarily an­
nuli the right to take profit: for 
when one man has rights equal to 
another man, he has the right to 
the full product of hi* own toil, no 
more, no less, aud every other man 
in exact justice to himself and to 
his fellow man is entitled to the 
same, no more aud no less,

Anarchy is the exact opposite of 
socialism: go to the same authority 
1 referred you to in the above, aud 
you will find this to lie true. Con­
sequently there is absolutely no 
excuse for thus being ignorant of 
the meaning of these terms.

Socialism is condemned by those 
who are not familiar with its 
teachings in the great majority of 
cases. Occasionally a man of in­
telligence, who has investigated 
the subject, refuses to embrace its 
teachings, but he never condemns 
it, he will tell you that its teach­
ings are ideal, but not practical. 
This, is his reason for not accept­
ing it, not that he thinks it is an­
archistic, never.

All we socialists ask is a fair 
hearing, an intelligent investiga­
tion of our claims.

Get a good book on the subject, 
read it, aud see for yourself. Take 
no ordinary man’s word for it, 
get authority on the subject aud 
you will then lie able to discuss 
the matter front personal • know­
ledge, not from hearsay.

If you get ait opportunity^ at­
tend a speaking, ask „the speaker 
questions, stump him if you can, 
show him up before his audience.

If socialism hasn't the goods, it 
should lie easy to do „this, and 
these things are always welcome to 
a socialist.

WAS KILLED BY 

HARRY TABOR
Tragedy Enacted 
Near Deadwood 

Saturday.

Ilarry Stucke, a farmer residing 
in the vicinity of Deadwood, in 
the bake Creek valley, 50 miles 
west of Eugene, was shot aud 
kitted by Ilarry Talior, deputy 
postmaster at Alpha, Saturday 
afternoon about 4 o ’clock.

A jury empaneled by the justice 
of the peace of that precinct, act­
ing in the capacity of coroner, 
held an inquest overStucke’s body 
Monday morning and found that 
he came to his death from a gun­
shot wound at the bands of Harry 
Talior. Tabor was afterward ar­
raigned before the justice of the 
peace and waived examination.
He was liound over to the circuit 
couft and his bail fixed at $2 ,(KM), 
which was furnished by a number 
of cjtizens of that ueighliorhood.

ACTED IN SELE*DEFENSE
As Talior waived examination 

no testimony was adduced before 
the justice of the peace and there­
fore minor details of the shooting 
are lacking, but from a telephone 
message it is learned that Tabor 
acted in self-defense in shooting 
Stucke. The shooting occurred 
in Ta b o r's field. He and his wife 
were together and were driving the 
cows home from pasture, ¡stucke, 
it appears climbed over the fence 
and approached them, cursing Ta­
bor. He had a pistol in his hand

I'iually one, 
l'red Sanders, an employe of the 
Albany iron works met O’Brieu on 
the street Thursday night and ail 
altercation ensued resulting in the 
editor being knocked down by 
Sanders. O’Brien went to his 
room at the St. Charles hotel, pro­
cured a gun and went down the 
street, where he again met San­
ders. He drew the gun and fired 
point-blank in Sanders face, the 
ball grazed Sanders head inflicting 
a slight flesh wound Friday 
morning, at the request of 
O’Brien’s friends, Sanders refused 
to sign a complaint charging as­
sault with intent to kill, and 
O’Brien disposed of his interests 
in the Herald and left the city, 
southbound, stopping over in Cot­
tage Grove for a few hours.
