Days it is the custom for boys to

not bear that so great an emperor -i\..nnl
have so short a month I herefore they
changed it to thirty-one days and then
changed all the remaiming months of the
year, so that the altermation should be
restored as nearly as possible. And that
is why every school boy must learn that
“Thirty days hath November.”
