PRESIDENT TAFTS BRIEUANT 
NAUGURAL CEREMONIES

An Immense Crowd Witnessed the Inauguration. 
Synopsis of the New President’s Able 

Inauguration Address

Washington, March 4.—William II. Taft of Ohio, 
ami Janies S. Sherman, of New York, were inaugurated 
at noon todaj- as president and vice president o f the 
United States. The ceremonies of inauguration were ac­
complished with all due formality and finality, but under 
the most unusual of conditions, owing to the terrific 
blizzard which swept over the national capital, paralyz­
ing street car traffic, destroying communication with the 
outside world, and bringing dismay to the thousands of 
assembled visitors, who had gathered in anticipation of 
the usual spectacular demonstration.

The main change made was in modifying the original 
program so that the inaugural address, usually delivered 
from the east portico of the capitol, was pronounced by 
President Taft in the senate chamber. Mr. Taft was 
sworn in as president at 12:55.

vatively estimated at 10,000.

At 10 o ’clock the Presidential 
and Vice-Presidential parties went 
to supper.

W hile the ball was in progress 
indoors, a display of fireworks on 
the monument lot in the rear of 
the W hite House m arked the end 
of the outdoor celebration. For 
hours the thinly clouded heavens 
were alight with rockets, with sun 
clusters tha t challenged the bril­
liancy of day, with fiery “ cobras” 
and all the fantastic creations of 
modern pyrotechnic skill.

H alf an hour before Mr. Taft 
repeated the solemn oath of office, 
Jam es Schoolcraft Sherman of 
New York, was sworn in as Vice- 
President, succeeding Charles W ar­
ren Fairbanks of Indiana, who had 
presided over the senate chamber, 
in which the ceremony took place, 
for one term of four years.

The swearing in of the new pres­
ident took place a half hour after 
noon in the senate chamber.

Immediately following the cere­
mony, President Taft proceeded to 
the W hite House to review the 
colossal military and civic parade, 
while ex-president Roosevelt went 
to the Union Station, where he 
took )1io train  fo rk is  old home at 
Oyster Hay, to prepare for his 
A frican hunting trip.

O A T H  T A K IN G  CEREMONY.

In tak ing  the oath of office, Mr. 
Taft repeated these words slowly 
and distinctly after Chief Justice 
Fuller:

“ I do solemnly swear that 1 will 
faithfully execute the office of 
President of the United States, 
and will, to the liest of my ability, 
preserve, protect, and defend the 
Constitution of the United S tates.”

A second later the crowd saw 
Mr. T aft press his lips to the Holy 
Hook.

When the throng in the Senate 
had finished shouting, which it 
did not do until its m ultitudinous 
throat was good and raw and 
weary from the exercise, President 
Taft stepped to the front of the 
stand and began the delivery of 
his inaugural address.

President and Mrs. T aft were 
the centers of interest at the cu l­
m inating feature of the day—the 
inaugural ball iu the Pension 
Huilding. The scene iu the cav ­
ernous building, which had been 
transformed into a canopied court 
of ivory and white, was another of 
the brilliant pictures quadrennially 
painted here by the gathering of a 
vast and brilliant assemblage from 
every section of the country. 
With all the color and movement 
of a m ilitary spectacle, with the 
softening influence of delicately 
tinted gowns and the interest of a 
personnel seldom equalled at a 
social function, the inaugural ball 
holds a place unique in the history 
m aking of the day.

Music was furnished by the 
Marine baud and the M inisters’ 
orchestra, the former varying its 
promenade selections of “ Hail to 
the Chief”  with the “ Star Spangled 
Banner.”

S II MONTHS SCHOOL TERM

Though the S tate Superintendent I levy shall not exceed five mills, 
of public instruction did not ask | If the district’s share of the coun­

ty school funds aud the am ount 
raised by the special levy do not 
together aniouut to $500, theu the 
county court must transfer from 
the general county fund to such 
district an am ount that will equal 
the difference.

As the law now stands, the 
county superintendent apportions 
county and state funds by first 
giving to each district $50 and 
then distributing the balance ac­
cording to the number of pupils in 
each district. The I’hilpott act 
provides that in the future the 
county superintendent shall first 
give to each district $100 and then 
distribute the balance.
