LUMBER OUTLOOK GOOD.

W hile the outlook for lumber 
has been rather on the waver for 
some time, the fixiug of the tariff 
at a reasonable rate and the open­
ing up of the building season prom ­
ises to make this a fairly good year 
for lumbermen, but still far from 
as good as recent years have lieen. 
There are many reasons for those 
conditions. The big holders are 
unloading their holdings east of 
the Cascades clear through Idaho 
and to the Rockies and are using 
efforts that reach out in many 
ways to hold back the coast trade 
until this inferior lumber farther 
east is all worked off. This was 
one of the prime factors that 
caused the recent “ pan ic" and so 
far as this coast is concerned was 
the chief one. A high freight rate 
was to hold up the coast mills. It 
succeeded pretty well, but the re 
suits are not entirely satisfactory 
even to the operators who planned 
and executed it. However, we 
confidently expect a very good 
year for local lumbermen. After 
the Pacific coast product is once 
introduced in the east it cannot be 
agaiu eliminated entirely under 
any conditions.

"You have no right to enjoy the 
society of the community in which 
you reside; you are an interloper;

A GLARING INCONSISTENCY.

One of the glariug inconsisten 
cies and abuses in high places, is 
the act of the L'nited States govern 
meut in licensing the sale of liquor 
in dry territory, subject however, 
to certain local legal restrictions.
In other words the government 
says, " a  license is hereby granted 
you to  dispense liquors, but you 
are to take your own chances re­
garding your violation of the local 
option laws of your city, county, 
or s ta te .”  It would be just as 
reasonable and consistent for the 
state government or county court 
to license thesel’ing of intoxicants 
in a dry county or city with the 
fatherly admonition to “ look out 
for the county and local officials.
If they get you it is none of our 
affa ir."  The blind pigger and boot 
legger invariably takes out a “ gov­
ernment license”  before he begins 
his illegal operations. He does 
not propose to take any chances in 
the violation of the federal laws, 
but he will take chances with the 
local authorities. Therefore, the 
government is aiding and abetting [ter 
the violation of the local option 
laws in Oregon and other dry 
states. How m any government 
licenses are held in this city, other 
than by licensed druggists?

CREDIT WHERE CREDIT IS DUE

'The city council is to be heartily 
commended upon its determination 
to stamp out the sale of the so- 
called “ near beer” in this city, 
which is too often used as a blind 
for selling all kinds of intoxicating 
liquors contrary to law and to the 
expressed will of the people at the 
last general election. At the last 
meeting of the city council, Sat­
urday evening. Councilman Bar­
tels was appointed to notify all 
dispensers of "near beer” in  this 
city to “ cut it ou t,”  and the re 
corder was instructed to have pre­
pared an ordinance prohibiting the 
sale of "near beer" in this city 
to l>e adopted at the next regular 
meeting of the city council. This 
is action advocated by the Leader, 
not from any personal, selfish or 
mercenaty standpoint, but simply 
from the fact that we favor the 
moral as well as the commercial 
and industrial upbuilding and de­
velopment of Cottage Grove and 
vicinity and the enforcement of 
the laws of the state, county and 
municipality. It has always lieen 
our contention that a law which is 
not meritorious enough to be en­
forced should lie repealed and 
il not repealed should be en­
forced. 'Pile mayor and council 
are entitled to commendation for 
the step tliev are taking toward 
the more strict enforcement of the 
laws.
