American history in visible form 
passed in review from the upper 
end of Central Park to W ashing­
ton Square. Thousands of dollars 
and months of effort were spent to 
m ake this parade of .54 floats an 
accurate reproduction of the life in 
New York state from legendary» 
Indian times that preceded the 
first settlement, to the first voyage 
of the Clermont in 1807.

New York, Sept. .50.—A great 
military parade was the clitnax of 
the H udson-Fulton celebration to­
day- Twenty-five thousand men 
in arms m arched past the repre* 
sentatives and special envoys of 
thirty-seven nations while two m il­
lion citizens shouted themselves 
hoarse in cheers.

The most conspicuous reception 
of the dav went to the sailors of 
the German fleet, a picked body of 
magnificent men, who, as they 
reached the reviewing stand, fell 

« into the formal slap-slap of the 
parade goose-step and burst into 
“ My Country, ’T is of T hee" with 
an overwhelming volume of bassos 
qiid a  fervor which took away thp 
breath of the listeners,

W hile in that section these gentle 
men took particular notice of the 
fruit conditions aud brought home 
with them a few of the very choice 
apples to i>e found thriving in that 
section wholly unattended. The 
trees are perfectly healthy, free 
from scale or disease of any kind 
and there is not a trace of codliu 
moth or other parasite. There is 
little if auy waste lan d  and all that 
is necessary to m ake that the great­
est fruit and dairy country on earth 
is transportation from Cottage 
Grove. They have informed Man­
ager Conley of the Commercial 
Club that they are in a position to 
bring a great num ber of families 
from St. John who will locate in 
this section to engage in dairying, 
stockraising and fruit.

This new territory carries untold 
wealth in its fertile soil, immense 
bodies of standing fir, m aple and 
alder timber. These later com­
m odities will be used as soon as it 
can be profitable handled with 
cheap transportation. The need 
of electric and interurban lines 
throughout the western part of O r­
egon is becoming more and more 
apparant every year. Cottage 
Grove is a geographical center and 
some effort should be put forth to 
tap the nearby district^ which are 
as yet undeveloped for the one 
cause—lack of rail transportation.

IRK C. CLARK 
MEETS DEATH

Fell From a Cord-Wood 
Flume and Suffered 

Fractured Skull

Ira C. Clark, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. W illiam A. Clark, fell from 
a cord wood flume in the timber 
cam p of Bullock & Jenkins, 12 
miles from Dunsmuir, California, 
Tuesday and sustained a fractured 
skull, which resulted in his death 
five hours later.

T he ’young man was 17 years, 
ii m ouths aud 17 days old at the 
tim e of his death. He had been 
employed by Bullock & Jenkins as 
fireman of their donkey engine, 
but on rsinv  davs the crew was 
put to work flnmiug wood. Young 
C latk was on the flume trestle 
about .50 feet high, attem pting to 
break a small jam  when he was 
struck by a stick of wood' or 
else slip|ied and fell to the creek 
below, his head striking a rock 
and fracturing his skull. He was 
carried to the cam p nearby by fel­
low workmen where he died five 
hours later.

An inquest was held, the verdict 
being that the young m an 's  death 
was purely accidental.

H e was a very exem plary young 
m an aud was held in the highest 
esteem by his employers aud fe l­
low workmen. The remains were 
brought to Cottage Grove, the for­
mer home of the family, this 
m orning for burial, being accom­
panied by W. S. Jenkins and wife. 
Mrs. C lark, the mother of de- 
eased and Miss Fouts. The 

father of deceased is in W ashing­
ton state and a telegrnm has been 
sent to him notifying him of his 
son’s untim ely death. Funeral 
services cannot be announced un­
til the father is heard fromt M ean­
while the rem ains will lie held a t 
V eatch’s undertaking parlors in 
th is city. '
