Died at Salem, Oregon, Decem­
ber 25th 1909, Elizal>eth Ellen 
Wallace, wife of Harvev M. W al­
lace, aged forty seven years and 
four months.

Deceased was born in Scotland 
county, Missouri, Ju ly  26, 1862
and removed with her parents, 
James M. Medley and Eveline J. 
Medley to Lane county, Oregon in 
the year 1874, where she had re­
sided ever since. The deceased 
was married to Harvey M. W al­
lace at Cottage Grove, Oregon, 
July 3, 1881 and is survived by the 
following named children: Edith
Darling, Leslie, Emery and Vera 
Wallace. She also leaves to mourn 
their loss a husband, father and 
several brothers and sisters and 
other relatives.

Deceased was of a very lovable, 
patient disposition and bore her 
afflictions for over fifteen years 
with great courage and fortitude. 
She had been a sufferer for years 
with various maladies and finally 
succumbed from an operation at 
the hands of surgeons at Salem. 
Mrs. W allace was of a good, char­
itable Christian disposition and 
was highly respected and esteemed 
by all who knew her and will be 
greatly missed aud long remem­
bered by her relatives, friends and  
neighbors.
