The num ber of couches 
n o tab le  from  the fac t “th a t th ey  have 
been  s le p t In by good Q ueen B ess” 
show n In m anor houses is legion and 
th e  sam e m ay be said  of m any o th e r  
h is to rica l heirloom s the  rea l h isto ry  
of w hich Is lost In th e  m ists  of a n ­
tiqu ity . How m any pairs  of gloves 
7i e r r  given by King C harles I as keep­
sak es on th e  day of h is execu tion?  
T h ere  a re  qu ite  a num ber of c la im an ts  
for th e  honor. O ne pa ir has recen tly  
been  th e  cause  of a  law su it, and  It 
w as said  In the  course of th e  tr ia l 
th a t  they  w ere given by the  k in g  to 
B ishop Juxon on th e  scaffold. T h e re  
Is yet an o th e r  pa ir w hich has had  a 
fa r s tra n g e r  h isto ry  th an  m ost S tu a r t 
re lics, w hich have Indeed l it t le  h is­
to ry , bu t a quiet p assing  from  g e n e ra ­
tion  to g en era tio n  In English co u n try  
houses. T hey w ere sen t by K ing 
C harles on th e  day of execu tion  by a 
tru s ty  hand to  S peaker I^enthall “for 
am ity ’s sak e .” Only one of th e  pair 
now surv ives, th e  o th e r  w as burned 
In a bush fire In A ustra lia . The 
prec ious gloves had gone th e re  when 
th e  L en th a lls  aw hile ago le ft th e ir  
hom es and th e ir  lands and had, with 
C harles II ’s pardon of L en thall, been 
cherished  in m any w anderings in Au­
s tra lia . T he su rv iv ing  glove and the 
pardon a re  now back In E ngland , be­
cause  happily  the  L en th a lls  a re  back. 
It is qu ite  likely th a t  K ing C harles 
gave aw ay severa l pa irs  of gloves, for 
g loves then  w ere costly  th in g s—cities 
gave  th em  to v isiting  sovereigns 
w here  now ad d resses or gold boxes 
a re  given. B ut In th e  days of the  
S tu a r ts  gloves w ere costly  enough at 
any  ra te  to carry  a  sen tim en t, even a 
k in a 's  sen tim ent.
