Rebuild Plant

The mill of the J. H. Chambers 
Lumber company at Latham, a 
mile south of this place, was com ­
pletely destroyed by fire at 5 
o ’clock Saturday afternoon togeth- 
with what Limber there was left 
near the mill by the fire which des 
troved the planer sheds two weeks 
ago. The loss is $15,000 with no 
insurance.

The fire is supposed to have 
originated in an explosion in the 
dust blower system, and the flames 
spread rapidly through the mill. 
I lelp was phoned for from Cottage 
drove, anil a large number res­
ponded, but the fight against the 
fire was of little effect, The mill 
was entirely burned, leaving«only 
some lumber that was beyond the 
strip burned over when the planer 
was destroyed.

An unknown young man was 
hit in the head bv a bucket as he 
was passing water for the fire 
fighters and rendered unconscious 
for a time.

Mr. Chambers is undecided as 
to whether or not be will rebuild 
and in case he can fiud a maiket 
at the other mills for the logs in 
his timber camp the probabilities 
are he will not rebuild. This fire 
will put a number o f men out o f 
employment temporarily, at least.

Love Gets Damages

The jury in the case of Ralph 
Love against the Chambers Lum­
ber company went out at d o ’clock 
yesterday afternoon. They delib­
erated the rest of the afternoon and 
after supper got the matter figured 
out to their satisfaction that the 
plaintiff was entitled to a verdict 
of $5215 for the loss of his arm 
and brought in a verdict to that 
effect. Mr. Love sued for the stat­
utory limit, $7500.

When the testimony was all in 
Attorney Seitz for the plaintiff 
made the opening plea, simply re­
viewing the evidence and stating 
the law. When it came time for 
the defendant’ s attorney, J. 8. 
Medley, so to speak, he simply 
submitted the case without argu­
ment, which shut off the closing 
argument on the part of the plaiu- 
tiff, as it probably was fixed up 
for an impassioned plea to work 
on the sympathies of the jury.—
