Some men and women are so 
prejudiced religiously that they 
would rather be damned for the 
creed they hold than be saved by 
adopting another.

Some men are so prejudiced 
politically that they feel really 
injured when calamity does not 
overwhelm the country under the 
administration o f an opposition 
party.

There have no really crippling 
results followed the changes in 
our laws, made by the present 
congress, but in their prejudice, 
thousands of men have thrown 
every obstacle they could in the 
path of prosperity and progress, 
by refusing to perform their part 
in the great industrial and finan­
cial work o f the nation, prefer­
ring disaster, because the way of 
doing things is not their way.

Thousands o f men and hun­
dreds o f newspapers, prompted 
largely by prejudice, have ac­
cused the party in power o f crea­
ting hard times; and administra­
tion papers, prompted by a simi­
lar feeling, accuse all those op­
posing the president’s policies, o f 
bad faith and dishonesty.

I f  every man and every wo­
man were controlled by reason 
and common sense in religion 
and politics, there would be little 
ground for differences, for the 
policy that is good for one is 
good for all.

When the time comes, i f  it 
ever does, that men and women 
overcome their prejudices, and 
allow reason to rule, we’ ll have 
fewer churches, fewer political 
parties, and will live much more 
easily and better contented than 
we do now.

Lane Republicans Adopt Platform

The Lane county Republican 
committee met at Eugene July 
3rd, and one o f the results of 
their deliberations was the adop­
tion o f a declaration o f principles, 
which is not in the least compli­
mentary to the Democratic ad­
ministration.

“ Our timber industry is dead,”  
it declares. “ Timber can be 
bought for less than the lowest 
prices during the panic of 1907-8. 
The removal of the duty on shin­
gles has resulted in the importa-1 
tion of 1485 cars o f Canadian 
shingles during the first four| 
months o f the present free-trade 
policy, as against the former av­
erage o f 200 cars a year under 
protective tariff.

“ The price to the farmer on 
his butterfat has decreased 20 
per cent under competition with 
New Zealand. Australia and A r­
gentina, made possible by the re­
moval o f the tariff on these prod­
ucts. Chinese eggs have demor­
alized this industry. The impor­
tation o f woolen goods, important j 
Oregon product, has increased [

chases o f foreign manufactured 
goods, the greater becomes the 
problem o f employment. The 
timber products that are coming 
into this country from Canada, 
means that many a logger and 
mill hand will have to hunt em­
ployment in other lines in Wash­
ington and Oregon.

Immadiataly, the Fourth of 
July ia noisily observed to cele­
brate the ¡adoption of the Dec­
laration of Independence. Es­
sentially, the celebration haa a 
deeper significance and one 
which the Americans ought to 
know more about than they do. 
It recalls not only our own in­
dependence, but the triumph of 
the English people over the 
crown and the relegation of the 
king to hit true plaoe in the 
English system of government. 
By the English system of gov­
ernment we mean not only the 
system in England, but the sys­
tem obtaining in the United 
States, the systems of Canada, 
of Auatralia, of all the truly in­
dependent powers which have 
grown up as a result of the 
great English movamenta of ad­
venture and of colonization 
which from time to time ex­
pressed English energy, or the 
English spirit of revolt, or that 
of unrest, from the days of 
Elizabeth to the days of Vic­
toria.

To those who know the devel­
opment of English popular gov­
ernment the Fourth of July 
marks the time since when no 
English monarch has dared to de­
mand the right to tax English 
people at home or in distant 
colonies without their consent. 
The struggle was long, and the 
crown fought hard for its pre­
rogative, but despite this the 
principle of English liberty sur­
vived under what were appar­
ently most untoward circum­
stances, tho crown became what 
it is, and a republic was estab­
lished which has become the 
strongest nation in the world.

The Fourth of July is the day 
on which we celebrate the rule 
of the people here and abroad, 
the growth of individual liberty 
and the absolute dependence of 
the crown in English lands*—■

The fact Is that Sir Edwin 
Landseer left this picture unfinished 
He painted the horse and Its trap­
pings. intending It for an equestrian 
portrait of Queen Victoria. Hut he 
died nnd left the picture unfinished, 
and It was sent to Sir John Millais, 
who painted his own daughter in this 
old riding costume, together with the 
page, the dog nnd the background. 
The picture was begun In 1870 and 
finished twelve years later.—Loudon 
Citizen.
