MEXICAN PEACE
A story is told of the bumpkin 

who went to a circus for the first 
time, and taking a long, mysti­
fied, doubting look at the giraffe, 
said, “ I don’t care what you say, 
there ain’t no such animal.”

Say what you will about peace 
in Mexico, “ There ain’ t no such 
thing.”

In the 395 years that have 
elapsed since the Spanish began 
the conquest of that country there 
never has been such a thing as 
peace peace as we know it here 
in our bully country, where all 
classes are law-abiding and sat­
isfied. There are always warring 
factions in Mexico that have no 
regard for law, and the people 
are always on the anxious seat, 
expecting trouble to break out in 
their immediate neighborhood, if 
it is not already there.

It is very nice to be optimistic 
about the settlement of the Mex­
ican trouble, but too much opti­
mism doesn’t show very good 
judgment or very thorough un­
derstanding of the feeling that 
exists in that country.

Carranza, who is likely to be 
the next provisional president 
of that country, has done the 
most senseless thing any leader 
who really hoped for peace, could 
possibly do, and that is to declare 
ahead of his entrance into the 
City of Mexico, his intention of 
punishing the followers of Huer­
ta, and of attempting the extra­
dition of Huerta himself. Car­
ranza might, by beginning with 
a clean slate, be able to establish 
something like a fair government 
in Mexico, but if he begins with 
oppression, revenge and punish­
ment, his career will be as brief 
and as bloody as that of his im­
mediate predecessor.

Huerta will probably return to 
Mexico, but, if General Diaz is to 
be believed, it will be as a bel­
ligerent, and probably at the 
head of an army of his country­
men, to protest the claims of 
Carranza and Villa.

John Reed, who has spent sev­
eral months in Mexico as the rep­
resentative of the Metropolitan 
Magazine and the New York 
World, says the only hope of sta­
ble government in Mexico rests 
with Villa, because, being a peon 
himself, Villa is the only leader 
in the whole country who under­
stands the peon portion of the 
country- the element that has 
been the backbone of all the re­
volts of late years against estab­
lished authority.

The shifting of authority in 
Mexico from one tyrant to an­
other lacks a whole lot of settling 
the Mexican problem, but possi­
bly, while the next change is 
being made, the United States 
will find a way of backing out of 
the squabble without too much 
disgrace.

Now, since all her chicks 
are gone, she has heard of a 
method of doing away with the 
varmint, be it rat, mink or wea­
sel—the scattering of raisins load­
ed with strychnine around the 
premises, taking care, of course, 
that they be put where nothing 
but the varmints will get at them.

Mrs. Robinson says she has no 
idea what it was that took her 
chickens, but she knows the ani­
mal has many characteristics of 
the hog.
