Organization and History of 
the First Christian Church of 
Cottage Grove; Its Founders

The Church of Christ in Cot­
tage Grove was organized on Dec. 
28, 1890, by A. D. Skaggs with 
50 members. Among the charter 
members were: Mr. O. F. Knox 
and wife Sarah, Jos. Sharp and 
wife, Jas. McFarland and wife, 
Mr. Condon and wife, Johnson 
and Clara Taylor, Mr. Callison 
and family and many others 
whose names are forgotten by the 
present members. Of the above 
mentioned, some have gone to 
their blest reward. Among them 
are the following: Bros. Knox, 
Sharp, Johnson Taylor, firo. and 
Sister Condon.

Jos. H. Sharp, 0. F. Knox and 
C. E. Smith were its first trus­
tees.

The following men have served 
as regular ministers since the 
congregation "was orga n i z e d :

P. R. Burnett, R. A. Copple, F. 
E. Billington. D. E. Olson, W. A.

Fagan, who is assisted by his 
wife, who is a singer of no mean | 
ability and who renders beautiful 
selections at regular Lord’s Day 
services. During the summer 
vacation Bro. and Sister Fagan 
are away holding special evangel­
istic services, his place being sup­
plied by Bro. Jenkins, of Eugene.

Thro many difficulties, incident 
to church life, the congregation 
has grown until its present mem­
bership is over 300. It has a 
church property worth $6000, a 
well equipped house of worship, 
is entirely free from debt, and is 
doing good work through the fol­
lowing auxiliaries: Bible School 
with an enrolment of about 200 
in all its departments, J. B. Protz- 
man superintendent and Miss 
Bertha Stephens superintendent 
of primary department; Ladies 
Aid with 40 members, Mrs. Ida

Bennett president.

GEMS OF 1 BOUGHT.AUTO PENETRATES TO  
HEART OF BOHEMIA

C. W. Parker of Parker’s Gar­
age, is entitled to the distinction 
of being the first person to drive 
an automobile into the heart of 
the Bohemia Mining District 36 
miles east of Cottage Grove. 
This feat was accomplished last 
Wednesday by Mr. Parker with­
out any difficulty in a 1913 4-cyl- 
inder seven passenger Studebak- 
er auto carrying a full load—F. 
J. Hard, Miss Hard and friends, 
the Hard Mining properties be­
ing the destination of the auto 
party, which was able, after a 
hard and successful forenoon’s 
run, to take dinner at the Vesu­
viu s mine. The last 5 miles is 
a continuous steep, winding and 
narrow grade over which an au­
to can only travel in low gear 
and which is a severe test for 
the best automobiles, especially 
their engine cooling systems and 
gears. Other autoists have at­
tempted this trip, but have in­
variably given it up from 3 to 5 
miles below the Hard mines. 
Mr. Parker and company return­
ed to this city in the evening of 
the same day well pleased with 
their rather strenuous trip.

Something Wrong With Kansas

In eighty-seven of her 105 
counties there are no insane. In 
fifty-four of this number there 
are no feeble-minded. Ninety- 
six counties have no inebriates, 
and in the other nine they are as 
scarce as hen’s teeth. Thirty- 
eight county poor houses are as 
empty as a last year’s locust shell, 
and most of these have been so 
for the best part of a decade.

The pauper population of the 
state falls a little short of 600. 
That is one pauper for eaeh 3,000 
of the kind making a living, and 
a good one—the kind that own 
$255,000,000 worth of live stock 
and in the last twelve months 
have added more than $45,000,- 
000 to their taxable personal 
property.

At one time not long ago the 
jails in fifty-three counties were 
empty and sixty-five counties 
were on the roll as having no 
prisoners serving sentence in the 
penitentiary. Some c o u n t i e s  
have not called a jury to try a 
criminal case in ten years, and 
the attorney general says “ a 
grand jury is so uncommon that 
half our people wouldn’t know 
what it is and how to use i t ”

FATHER HURT; 
SON IS KILLED

Thrown from a W agon Lead 
of W ood Max Dorward Suff­
ers Broken Leg; Son is Killed

One of the most distressing ac­
cidents ever occurring in this 
neighborhood was that of last 
Wednesday in which little Frank­
lin Dorward lost his life and his 
father, Max Dorward, sustained 
a compound fracture of his leg.

The family had attended the 
Christian Sunday School picnic 
that day and upon returning to 
their home about one mile west of 
Cottage Grove in the evening, 
Mr. Dorward who has a contract 
for the delivery of a lot of cord 
wood to Dave Sterling of this 
city, decided to go up in the woods 
near by and bring out a load of 
wood to his home that he might 
get an early start to town with it 
the next morning. He was ac­
companied by his two little sons, 
Donald and Franklin, the former 
walking and the latter riding in 
the wagon seat with the father, 
as they came out of the timber 
with a load of wood down a hill 
slope. When nearing the foot of 
the slope, Donald ran ahead of 
the team to open a gate, when 
Mr. Dorward while working with 
the brake, which did not work 
well, allowed the team to leave 
the road slightly, one front wheel 
coming in contact with a small 
stump by the roadside, the jar 
from which threw the wagon seat, 
upon which the father and s6n 
were riding, to the ground. Little 
Franklin fell directly before one 
of the front wheels which passed 
over his head, crushing it and 
killing him instantly. The father 
was caught by one hind wheel 
which passed over his leg between 
the knee and ankle fearfully frac­
turing and crushing it, from the 
fact that a deep rut was directly 
under his leg when the wheel 
passed over i t  The team contin­
ued on down the road to the gate 
where it stopped. In the mean­
time, the older son, Donald, ran 
speedily to the home a quarter of 
a mile distant and notified his 
mother and neighbors of the ac­
cident, and the mother, Mr. 
Handy, Mr. Metcalf and others 
were soon upon the scene.

Temporary splints were pre­
pared and applied to Mr. Dor- 
ward’s broken limb by Mr. John 
Metcalf and the unfortunate 
father and child were removed 
to their home and physicians 
were summoned who are doing 
all in their power to save the 
broken limb from amputation, 
but whether or not they will be 
successful remains to be seen, as 
the fracture is a most serious 
one we are informed by Dr. A. 
W. Kime.

The funeral services and burial 
of the remains of the unfortunate 
little boy were conducted today 
at 2:30 o’clock p. m. and were 
largely attended, interment in 
the I. O. O. F. cemetery. The 
grief stricken family has the 
heartfelt sympathy of the entire 
community.
