To this end, the consumer must de­
mand “Made in Oregon” goods of all kinds, and the watchword of ever county, city and town in the state 
should be “Oregon Made Goods When Possible, and More Smokestacks to Make More Goods Possible.’

Did the battleship Oregon take any 
part in the Santiago battle, and what 
part? What battleships took part?

The Oregon took ;in active part in 
the battle. She left San Francisco un­
der orders March 10, 1898. steamed 
around the Horn, reached Jupiter in­
let Florida. May 24. and assisted in 
the pursuit and destruction of the 
Spanish fleet July 3. The other ships 
engaged were th»»^battleships Indiana, 
Iowa. Massachusetts and Texas, the 
armored cruisers Brooklyn and New 
York and some gunboats. In the bat­
tle the speed of the Oregon enabled 
her to pass some of the other ships 
and to force the Cristobal Colon to 
run ashore and surrender. It was 
thought at the time that the presence 
of the Oregon probably prevented the 
escape of the Colon.
