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RURAL CREDITS MUST WAIT.

Two years of constant agitation have failed to bring
about a national law or even to crystallize a plan to
meet the situation in rural credits. President Wilson tells
(.ungreqs that “The great wulucut of rural credits still re-
main to be delt with, and it is a matter of deep regret
that the difficulties of the subject have seemed to render
it impossible to complete a bill for passage at this ses-
sion,” It is noteworthy that he does not refer to the new
Banking Act as even a partial solution of the problem.
Perhaps the President has been reading the reports of
some of his economists and realizes that the claims that
this Act would aid farmers directly have proved errone-
ous.

The commission on rural credits has pointed out that
there are more than eight thousand state and private
banks in the United States with smaller capitals than the
twenty-five thousand dollars required by law member
banks in the new system. These banks mostly in
country villages and do most of their business with farm-
ers. Investigation has shown that these small banks will
not increase their capital so as to join the new system,
since such increase is not warranted by the volume of
business they do. Thus the advantage of Government
rediscounting, which is essential to all approved systems
of short-time rural credit, will be withheld from farmers
in most sections. Perhaps a change in the Banking Law
can be made to enable the rural banks to have the ad-
vantage of Government rediscounting.
