years. Alexander W. Spare was 
born in Kentucky in 1832 a son 
of Philip and Harriet Spare. The 
parents died of cholera leaving a 
son and daughter, Exith small 
children, the son Eieing but four 
years of age. They were taken 
into a neighbor family named 
Dowdell, where they grew into 
manhood and womanhood. The 
sister, Sarah, was married to G. 
W. Murphy in Kentucky, and af­
ter raising a family of several 
children, died in 1910. An ad­
opted son of the elder Spare, Ben 
T. Gray also died in 1892.

In 1851 A. H. Spare drove an 
ox team across the plains to Ore­
gon as pay for his own transpor­
tation. For a number of years 
he engaged in mining and black- 
smithing in this part of Oregon 
and later with a Mr. Arnold 
bought a large tract of land in 
the southern part of Cottage 
Grove. Arnold sold his interests 
to the late 0. P. Adams and he 
and Mr. Spare afterwards divid­
ed the land, which now compris­
es the valuable Spare and Adams 
farms. Mr. Spare remained sin­
gle through life and had witness­
ed the development of this region 
from a veritable wilderness to a 
finely developed farming and in­
dustrial community. In his po­
litical faith Mr. Spare was a dem­
ocrat, and always declined to ac­
cept an office of any kind. He 
was a charter member and past 
master of the Masonic order of 
this city, a member of R. A. M. 
and also a Knight Templar. He 
assisted in organizing Cottage 
Grove’s first brass band and was 
for many years its “drummer 
tx>y.” Beginning as a poor boy, 
orphaned at an early age and be­
ing compelled to make his own 
way in the world, he made a suc­
cess in life, acquiring a comforta­
ble competence. Besides his 
farm holdings, he is said to have 
owned some mining claims on 
Sharps creek in the Bohemia 
mining district.

Funeral services will E>e con­
ducted from the Mills Chapel 
Thursday Jan. 14, under the aus­
pices of the Masonic order, inter­
ment in the Masonic cemetery.
