U n eata b le  R em nant«.

“ T o n  can sell every  p art o f  a goat 
but his scen t." »aid John Collins in the 
course o f an Interview  recently on the 
su b ject o f his Arizona goat farm. 
“ T h ere  a re  thousands o f goats on the 
fa rm ,"  be said, "bn t w h eth er there are 
10.1km. 3 0 0 0 0  or 30.000 1 couldn't tell 
yon  fo r th e  life  o f me.

| “ 1 can tell yon. how ever, som ething
abont th e  w a y  In w hich  our goat In­
d u stry  w a s started. B y the death of 
a grand-nnele, m y nncle, H arry Mc­
Corm ick and 1 Inherited the G rlebe St. 
A nne silver mines, w hich  are  tw o days 
and a n igh t o f  steady burr» travel 
south o f Tucson. There waa silver tn 
the mines, but by the tim e w e  got It 
out and got it to Tnccon w e w ere p ay­
ing for It at about the rate o f 1« to 1. 
Rut It w asn 't a case o f free silver, by 
any m eans. It w as the most egpenalve 
money I ever got hold of. F inding the 
ven tu re a losing one. w e took lessons 
from  the 'greasers' and bought from 
them  150 common goats.

"T h ere  la nothing but sagebrush and 
cactu s ont there for those anim als to 
feed on, bnt no man ever saw  a dead 
goat, unless he had com e to some vio­
lent end. T h ey  live  and thrive w here 
nearly every  other liv in g thing starve« 
to death.

"W e  started ont w ith  150 goats, de­
riv in g  onr profits from  the sale o f the 
hides. In 1882 w e derided to m ix them 
w ith  Angora goats. A fter tw o years 
the eros* disappears and yon get a per- 
feet Angora gnat. It la a valuable 
thing to have. T h e long hair la sold to 
the m an u factu rers o f  plush for furni­
ture. sleeping ears and such things 
Th e hair next to the akin can be made 
up Into valu able  sh aw ls Th e meat of 
the kids la d eligh tfu l when fresh and 
ia sent In Ita eannmt shape to Cuba 
the rh lllp p ln ea. other parts o f the 
U nited State«, to China and to many 
other foreign countries aa ranned 
lamb.

So rich la goat's milk that one tea 
spoonful o f It la equal to three table 
spoonfuls o f the purest rrewm Rut 
the boat part abont the milk la that 
tt la a deadly foe to tnherrtila. and eon 
aum ptlvea who drink If are often

Thia F a b ric  la  Much M ore H a a ltb fn l 
Than O ther W oolens.

In England one sees m uch o f the h y­
gienic underw ear w hich is so stron gly  
urged for general adoptlou, but in thia 
country It ia lesa common. From  a 
san itary  polut of view , thia 1« a pity, 
since physician» regard It aa a preven ­
tiv e  o f many forma o f disease. It a f ­
fords the body the greatest protection 
against cold, heat and dam pness w ltS  
the least obstruction to the body1» e x ­
halation. These condition» are Instinc­
tively  felt to be better fu ltllled  by 
woolen than by lluen or cotton fabrics. 
H ence the very general use o f flannel 
garm ents by athletes and by m em bers 
o f cricket, boating nnd other Bporting 
club», who are culled upon to en gage 
In vigorous physical exercise lik e ly  to 
cause profuse perspiration.

A s form erly w oven, w oolen fa b rics 
w ere objectionable to m any, because 
they Irritated the skin aud caused d is­
com fort by preventing the proper es­
cape o f its exudations. M oreover, they 
w ere as a rule so heavy as to be intol­
erable for sum m er w ear. T h ese  o b jec­
tionable features have now  been re­
moved, and to make woolen clothing 
tru ly sanitary and su itable  for a ll sea­
son« the usual process o f w eavin g 
woolen fab rics bas been m aterially 
modified by adopting a method w hich  
produces a much less closely w oveu 
textu re than the ordinary flannel.

Th e feeling is instinctive, too, that 
woolen clothing Is “ hot”  In w arm  
w eather; th at If w e  w ear w ool In w in ­
ter to keep us warm  w e m ust w ear 
som ething different In sum m er to keep 
us cool, or be Inconsistent In theory 
and practice. B u t this Is a m istake.

It Is obvious to a ll bow  a non-con­
ductor o f heat— a woolen garm ent, for 
Instance— prevents the escape o f the 
heat o f the body to a colder atm os­
phere, or the Ingress o f beat to the 
body from a w arm er atm osphere: a 
fam iliar illustration o f w h ich  is found 
in the p ractice o f w rappin g ourselves 
in blankets to keep ua w arm  aud o f 
w rapping Ice In a blanket to keep It 
cold— to keep the heat In in one case, 
and not In the other. It m ay not bo 
so easy to understand w h y w e should 
clothe a w arm  body in a blanket to 
cool It off or keep It cool w hen the 
tem perature o f the surrounding a ir  Is 
In or near equilibrium  w ith  it.

T h e  explanation  lies In the n ature 
and condition o f the body, the w oolen 
fab ric 's  tw o-fold  property o f non-con­
d u ctiv ity  to heat and perm eability  to 
m oisture and the evaporation o f  the 
m oisture at the fa b ric ’s outer surfa«*e. 
T h is evaporation disperses the heat, 
thus low ering the tem perature. T h is is 
the reason the soldier keeps bis w ool­
en-covered canteen w et In hot w eather. 
A wet w.iolen garm ent disposes o f the 
surplus heat and leaves the body cooL 
— H artford  Tim es.
