It takes more blacking and less 
polish. Don't put damp towels and 
napkins in the hamper. Dry them 
hrst or they will mildew. Don’t use 
knives for scraping the table and pots. 
Don’t pour boiling water and soap uo 
grease pots. Moisten the spots iirsl 
with a cold saturated solution of soda, 
then scrub them with the grain of the 
wood, using cold soapsuds. Don’t put 
egg dishes into hot water—it makes the 
eggs adhere. Souk the dishes first lr 
cold water. Don’t put tin pans on the 
stove to dry. They become heated 
the solder loosens and they soon leak.

P o in t *  on  D a r n in g ,
Darning thin places rather than 

mending holes ts true economy of time 
nn«l material, and whether thick or 
thin, cotton or w«>olen, a small loop of 
the thread should always be left at 
each end; otherwise the fresh threads 
introduced into the oft washed gar­
ment will soon be so drawn as to pull 
Into fresh dilapidation all around the 
original darn. The mending thread 
should be as near as possible In size to 
that of the material, making the darn 
both look and wear better, while the 
ueedie should be as nne as the thread 
can carry.

PRIMITIVE MINING.
IW f W * r  H u  h i « *  A r r  Fou nd . W ashed  

m id  S o ld  In  B u rin *.

The system practiced for obtaining 
ruble« in the mining districts in Burma 
is o€ the u*mt primitive description. 
Thu mining shafts are simply holes 
about two fe»< square sunk to a depth 
varying up tu fifty ur sixty feet. The 
shoring up of the walls of the shafts Is 
most crud<% the Hides being supported 
by posts at the <*orn<*rs and brunches 
of small trees mxmred against the 
rtdes by stout sticks.

The miner carries a tin pot similar 
in shape to u blunt ended cone on his 
bead. He squats down in one corner 
nnd digs between his knees in the op­
posite corner. The earth, or byon, as 
the ruby bearing earth Is called, la con­
voyed to the top as fast as It is exca­
vated fn small buckets let down from 
above. 'Hie apparatus fur raising and 
lowering the buckets la simple in the 
extreme. A  #t«>ut bamboo post about 
twenty fee* high, called a maungdlne, 
Is fixed upright in the ground at a con­
venient distance from the pit or dwin 
and a long, thinner bamboo pivoted 
horizontally Into the upper end of it so 
an to pro.b'ct an eighth from the mine 
and the long arm toward the mine.

From the end of the long arm hangs 
a long enne fastened to a longer thin 
bamboo, the latter ending In a double 
hook, and from the short end hangs a 
basket of stonm The buckets are 
raised by the tuner arm with its hook, 
while the stones counterbalance the 
weight.

feathered wanderer, sometime*» meas­
uring seventeen feet from tip to tip of 
its wings, will follow u ship it* days 
at a time. Some travelers and «uJlors 
declare that they have seen a particu­
lar bird fly for weeks at u time with­
out ever being seen to alight upon the 
waves.

It not merely follow the ship, hut 
wheels in great circles around it and 
above it, high in the air, us if to show 
that it Is not tired. Sometimes tlie 
bird will be seen to hang In the air 
with its wings apparently motionless, 
and the sailors say that then It is 
asleep.

Not only in pleasant weather will the 
albatrocs follow a ship for days and 
weeks, but through the most terrific 
storms It will continue its untiring 
flights. In fact, to find an albatross 
otherwise than on the wing is like 
finding a weusel asleep. •

Once a year the female albatross flies 
away a few thousand miles to the 
great, lonely island rock of TrLuau 
d’Acunhu, which lifts its desolate head 
far In the south Atlantic or to some 
equally remote place, and there lays 
one egg in the hollow of a rock.

The albatross has always been a bird 
of mystery, and in ancient tlmws the 
people believed that these unweary'Bi« 
sea birds were the companions of the 
Greek warrior Diomedes, who were 
said to have been changed into birds at 
the death of their chief

When America was discovered and 
ships began to sail abroad to the Pa­
cific ocean, to double the Cain; of Good 
Hope and to explore the “seven seas’’ 
generally, the old belief about the alba­
tross had been forgotten by the .-»tilors 
and explorers, but in their long and 
lonesome voyages over waters which 
were cut by no keel but their own aud 
upon whose vast expanse they saw no 
other sail but theirs the presence of the 
albatross following the ship day after 
day became a great source of comfort 
mul companionship. So It came to Is? n 
belief that 111 luck woukl follow any 
one who killed one of these birds, and 
that belief Is common among smfar- 
lng men of this v e ry  day. Coleridge’s 
famous ”Uhj me of the Ancient Marl 
uer” Is based upon this belief.

Though the superstition about the 
killing of an albatross bringing bad 
luck Is only a foolish one. It has served 
a useful purpose for many years in 
preventing the slaughter of these beau­
tiful and gallant birds- the sailors’ 
friends and the landsmen's wonder.

Up in dreary Kamchatka, that outly­
ing port of Siberia which outs into the 
north Pacific, the natives, never having 
beard of the superstition about the al­
batross, catch him and eat him. But 
his flesh makes such poor food that, 
after all, the legend may be said to 
hold good, for one is indeed in bad luck 
who has to make a meal of him.— 
Washington Tost.
